President's Report 

It is my pleasure to present to you the Annual Report of 
Surf Life Saving Sydney Inc. This season has certainly 
been a very busy and challenging season but also a very 
successful one in many areas. This was my first season 
as President of the greatest Branch in New South Wales 
and I must say that I found it very rewarding and this was 
brought about by the assistance of the 15 clubs that make 
up Surf life Saving Sydney. 

The past season we have witnessed an 
increase in membership with the Board of 
Junior development having a membership 
of 6395 and the senior section of our 
clubs having 8929 which is a rise in both 
section this season and gave us a total 
membership of 15324 for the 2009/10 
season. We should be now be looking to 
retain as many of these members as we 
can and encouraging others to come and 
join us. 

Our education activities this season saw a 
decrease in the number of awards on the 
senior side with 2550 awards gained this 
season compared to 2808 last season 
which is a decrease of 256 awards and 
we are looking into the reason for the 
decline and want to work with the clubs 
next season to increase our number of 
awards gained for the 2010/11 season. 
The Board of Junior Activities had an 
increase in the number of awards gained 
from 4812 last season to 5806 this 
season, which is an increase of 994 more 
awards this season, which is great to 
see that the education program for these 
younger age groups are working well. 

I would like to extend my thanks to all 
the active members of the clubs and our 
support operation group who give up 
their time and patrol our beaches and 
waters during the season on Saturday, 
Sunday and public holidays. This season 
our active members has performed the 
following: 

The Lifesaving section of the Branch has 
been kept very busy this season in all 
aspects of Lifesaving at Club and Branch 
Level, we do however need to raise our 
Lifesaving standards next season. We 
need to be using our resources and 
working together to make our beaches 
and services the best in the state and 
we as a team will be working on that 
next season. We also need to work 
with several of our clubs to boost their 
numbers up so that they become self 
sufficient. 

This season we had decided to focus 
on Development of our members and 
We have achieved a lot in this area 
and special congratulations must go to 
our Board of Junior Development who 
conducted very successful under 11 and 
Under 13 Development camps at Deer 
Park, with nearly 200 children attending 
these camps, and as usual the feed back 
has been very positive from the children 
and minders that attended these camps, 
special thanks must go to Lee Howell who 
stepped in at the last minutes to run the 
Under 13 camp when Doug had injured 
himself. 

We also witnessed the introduction of 
the Under 15 to Under 17 Development 
Camp that was focused towards the 
Future leaders of the Club, and I must 
say after attending the weekend the 
Clubs and Surf Life Saving are in good 
hands after this weekend the people that 
attended were very focused and are also 
very committed to Lifesaving and being 
leaders of the Future. Special thanks to 
Doug Hawkins and George Fatseas for 
all the amount of work that was put into 
making the camp a great success and I 

know we will have more people wanting to 
attend next season. 

Once again our Surf Sports area held their 
Development camp on the Hawkesbury 
River and the people that attended also 
walked away with a great sense of pride 
and direction on what they want to do 
with their life in surf sports and also 
learned how to work to gether as a team. 

The Lifesaving Premiership was again 
hosted at Garie and it was great to see 
record numbers attend and take part 
in the Champion Lifesaver competition 
and first aid on the day and it is hoped 
that we can get the Patrol Championship 
part of the competition up and running 
next season. I would like to thank our 
Director of Lifesaving Michael Hodsdon 
for all the work he and Michael Bretherton 
have put into getting this event up and 
running again after several years of no 
competition. 

I would like to also pass on my thanks to 
all the Assessors and competition officials 
for your time and dedication to the many 
exams and Carnivals you all attend, 
with out your offer to be part of these 
important role it would be hard for the 
Branch to function. 

I congratulate all the Clubs that hosted 
Carnivals this season and I know that the 
competitors did appreciate the hospitality 
of the clubs during the events and enjoyed 
the activities as well. 

The Junior activities section continued to 
grow in numbers with most clubs having 
an increase in membership. This group 
again conducted a very successful age 
manager's course and thanks must go to 
Director Doug Hawkins and his committee 
for another successful season. I had the 
opportunity to attend several of their 
meetings and it was great to see the 
clubs working together to make sure that 
Development Camps, Carnivals and surf 
ed awards continue to improve.

Board of Lifesaving 

Another season has passed and it would be remiss of me 
to not pause and thank all those who through their hard 
work volunteer at a Club, Support Service and Branch 
level, where Surf Lifesaving Sydney has continued its 
proud tradition. 

A summary of highlights for the 
season include : 

• 130,497 voluntary patrol hours 
were performed by members of 
Clubs and Groups by just over 
3,904 lifesavers. This equates 
to an average of 35 hours 
of patrols for each lifesaver 
performing voluntary patrols. 

• 1,636 rescues were 
performed this season down 
approximately 300 from the 
previous year. 

• 4, 179 first aid cases treated 
and 25,085 Preventative actions 

• BOA numbers are healthy 
with there being 91 endorsed 
Assessors and 17 Facilitators. 
These assessors and facilitators 
assisted the clubs and groups 
in gaining 2555. 

• 5,806 Junior Surf Education 
awards were also attained 
which is an increase of over 
1,000 for junior education on 
the previous season. These 
statistics do not include the 
more than 5,000 proficiency 
tests that were supervised by 
the Board of Assessors. The 
important point is here is that 
our volunteers are becoming 
even more highly skilled with 

· .awards that are industry 
recognised. 

All of these statistics are leading to the 
most important goal , of preventing all 
preventable drownings with a reduction 
from last years 14 incidents to 4 incidents 
this season. This is something that all our 
volunteer members can be proud of. 

BOL SECRETARY 

The season started with so much 
promise and unfortunately due to a 
number of factors which resulted in a 
most demoralised conclusion. This has 
occurred before and after our recent 
Election of Officers meeting, I am quietly 
confident that we will bounce back in the 
coming season. 

The Gear Inspection weekend was very 
successful and was again run over a full 
weekend. The Club's presented well and 
this put us on a good footing for the start 
the season. A special thanks to Cronulla 
and Clovelly who supplied the lunches; 
for a time to regroup and sit down and 
have a good natter with their Officers and 
Members. Each Club subsequent to the 
Inspection was present with a laminated 
copy of the four tests for the Airbag, for 
display near where the unit(s) are housed. 
This part of the inspection has been a 
bugbear for some Club's. 

Michael Hodsdon had placed succession 
planning into practice for his pending 
retirement which he indicated would 
occur at the end of the last season. I am 
sure he wished he had retired instead. 
Michael as have all Directors, carries a 
heavy burden, in that he is responsible for 
enacting Board policy, following SLSNSW 
directions and at the same time being 
the Branch spokesman on Lifesaving 
activities, both enforcing minimum 
standards and regulations and at the 
same time assisting and encouraging 
Club's. 

David Jenkins our Deputy Director 
throughout acted in the best interest of 
the Board and Branch and his leadership 
in the coming season I am confident will 
get us back on track. 

Our Education Manager Marissa did a 
really good job, and her work ethic truly 

got her through a mountain of paperwork 
and ongoing changes that never seem to 
end, which was great. 

George Shales who is also the Branch 
Director of Administration continued to 
run the Support Operations with his usual 
aplomb. 

Bob Leys continued to do a really great 
job with the ducks and it is a shame that 
he announced his retirement at the end 
of the season. Peter Pearce said it best 
" ... disappointing to see you move on 
it has been enjoyable working with you 
especially the drive and enthusiasm you 
have put into the Branch as IRB Adviser, 
this and your IRB knowledge will be hard 
to replace .... " All in all Officers in the main 
did a fantastic job which was well received 
by Club's. 

Mick Bretherton SLSNSW Director of 
Education was again on Committee as 
was John Restuccia SLSNSW Director 
of Lifesaving, two most experienced 
Lifesavers whose input was most 
appreciated. 

Mike Batty organised a very well received 
Ian Mackie Lecture at the Tradies. Guest 
of Honour was Bernie Hanrahan from 
Care Flight and Life Member Ian Badham. 
We are looking for suggestions for this 
seasons Guest. Mike also resolved the 
correct "Craft Access Warning Sign" that 
is now used throughout the Branch. 

The Office continues to provide a fantastic 
level of very professional service. We 
tend to take Linda and Yvette for granted, 
which we should not.

SurfCom provided an excellent service 
under the direction of Gary Pracy. They 
continue to have a very small group 
who put in a huge number of hours.

"Lifesaver Championships", with Peter 
George being Carnival Referee and it was 
the best carnival in recent memory. We 
are confident that our core activities in 
the competitive arena continue to receive 
increasing support from the Club's. 



We held District Lifesaving Seminars that 
were well received by the grassroots 
membership that set out the lifesaving 
requirements with respect to patrolling. 

The Research & Development Committee 
met under Marissa and provided valuable 
input for the "Advanced Resuscitation 
Techniques" manual. To the team well 
done and I know Marissa will use your 
knowledge and time again this coming 
season. 

The Branch is reviewing the Rules 
(constitution) and we have made a 
number of submissions, which will be 
dealt with by the Constitution Committee 
when it is convened. 

The Defibilllator became compulsory this 
season and SLSA has introduced the 
Suction Pistol which is required for certain 
awards, although not compulsory for 
patrols at this stage. Marissa organised a 
unit for each District for training purposes 
and we recommended each Club be 
supplied with one through the Branch. 

Our overriding concern will always be 
that patrols are on the beach and of the 
required standard. We will continue to 
assist any Club, who feels our expertise 
will benefit them. 

We may have taken two steps forward 
and one back this season, but I am 
confident our standards were maintained

To 
this end, I would like to thank Gary Pracy 
for his continued dedication and support 
of the team that he managed throughout 
the season. I would also like to recognise 
the following individuals for the amount 
of time and effort they put in during the 
season - Joe White, Anthony (Tony) Beger 
and Gary Pracy.

Rescue Water Craft (RWC) Advisor

The pointy end of surf lifesaving for the 
2009/2010 Season commenced with the 
Annual Gear Inspection which again this 
year involved using the same inspection 
team for all Surf Life Saving Sydney -
affiliated clubs. These arrangements 
had worked well last season and again 
contributed to a consistency of inspection 
standards and also allowed ongoing 
comments and comparisons while the 
Team was travelling to and from the 
various venues. The initiative in hiring 
the community bus from Sutherland 
Shire Council worked very well and was 
appreciated. 

Having the Inspection Team travel 
together also ensured that there was 
sufficient manpower (and a lesser 
representation of woman power - thanks 
Marissa Jank) to transport Michael 
Vitnell between the Royal National Park 
Clubs when his obvious lack of fitness -
compared to the real lifesavers - became 
apparent. It also caused all present to 
seriously review first-hand their collective 
knowledge of resuscitation techniques, 
oxy-viva and defibrillation. 

There appeared to be a pleasing general 
improvement in the standard of the 
equipment in most clubs, although there 
was a wide discrepancy between those 
perceived to be of a superior standard 
and those less so. Re-inspections were 
satisfactory and prompt. 

At least once each month my Deputy, 
Graham Hill and I undertook a formal 
inspection of the patrols from each Bate 
Bay Club and followed up the inspections 
with informal observations of the patrols 
at other times. All inspections were 
unannounced, although Branch uniform 
was worn on all occasions. 

In addition, both Graham and I took the 
opportunity to speak on the contributions 
made by surf lifesaving clubs with general 
beach goers. Feedback was very positive. 

Invariably patrols inspected scored 
very highly with only minor deficiencies 
identified, which were soon rectified. 

No major faults were observed and 
patrol captains, IRB drivers and all 
active members were cooperative and 
courteous. 

Relations with the Sutherland Shire 
Council Manager Beach Operations and 
his staff continued to be most cordial and 
professional and their ready assistance 
and advice was appreciated. 

Each of the meetings of the Cronulla­
Sutherland District Council Inc. was 
attended and formal reports were 
presented. Whenever requests were made 
of clubs they were promptly acted upon 
and reported to that effect. 

Representatives of the four Bate Bay 
Clubs and Sutherland Council have had 
several meetings during the Season to 
develop a Bate Bay Beach Management 
Plan which is nearing completion. 

It is pleasing to record that again there 
were "no lives lost during rostered 
patrol hours". The continuing situation is 
testament to the skills, professionalism, 
cooperation and ongoing education of 
all involved in ensuring a safe aquatic 
environment in Bate Bay. It is recognised 
that there have been incidents with tragic 
consequences within Bate Bay outside 
normal hours of operation and remedial 
options will be identified and explored. 

There were some challenging matters 
for resolution (Effective continuation of 
operations of Cronulla District Lifesaver 
Rescue, uncertainty of occupants of some 
critical District and Branch education and 
lifesaving positions included) which appear 
now to be approaching finalisation. 
However, longer-term effects for clubs, 
members and the public still are uncertain. 

Graham Hill and I acknowledge with 
gratitude the assistance and courtesy 
extended to us in our respective roles by: 

• Administration and active members of 
Cronulla, North Cronulla, Elouera and 
Wanda Surf Life Saving clubs. 

• General and Beach Management and 
lifeguards of Sutherland Shire Council. 

• Sponsors and supporters of the 
Branch operations.

Another busy year has passed for the 
Duck section, as you will see by the report 
below. I'd like to take this opportunity 
to thank all lRB advisors Peter Pearce 
(Burning Palms), Dennis Parker (Bate 
Bay), Sigi Dobry and Dave Winkle 
(Randwick); all the drivers, crew, and 
those behind the scenes that support the 
IRB sections throughout the year. 

As with every year, the IRB sections train 
furiously, both crew and drivers. Then, 
unlike other sections, we wait for the 
surf conditions to reach our minimum 
standard. Not everyone is cut out for the 
IRB section. Although numbers of crew 
trained on par with last year, our driver 
training is down. This may be due to the 
commitment that both trainers and drivers 
have to give as this section is a very much 
one-on-one training, and does not stop 
for winter. Our assessors this year have 
increased by 4 and we have another few 
young assessors in the wings just waiting 
for the right surf conditions to finish off. 

Also this year IRB sections from a few 
clubs have gone south over the bridges to 
Garie to help them out. As many are now 
finding out, the surf on different beaches 
is not quite like their own. What a great 
experience. 

I take this opportunity to thank Dennis 
Parker for his support throughout the 
years. Dennis is stepping down from his 
position as IRB Adviser for Bate Bay, has 
decided to practice his rollover procedure. 
I wish him well and I will miss his good 
humour and support. 

This year I would like to highlight an 
area that gets overlooked. With the sad 
situation at the Aussies in Old this year it 
is an area that should be highlighted. A 
value cannot be put on the role of the IRB 
section in water safety at all events. 

Water Safety at Carnivals 
"first there and last to leave" 

When competitors for the surf carnivals 
swim, paddle, row, and nippers participate 
and compete, the back ground work that 
is done by the administrators, officials, 
and the IRB sections is not really seen. 

This is an opportunity to describe the 
dedication and support that the duck 
section provide in support of our clubs. 
Before any club can compete they must 
supply a Duck and crew to the local 
carnivals as per roster. Sydney Branch 
Club IRB teams have always supplied 
teams for these events. Long before 
the competitors, coaches and support 
personnel arrive, the IRB sections 
are there setting up the ducks, safety 
equipment and course cans and markers. 
The ducks are actively engaged in water 
safety for every event as well as being 
used for official duties around the event 
boundaries. At the end of the day when 
the competition teams are recovering and 
relaxing, the IRB sections are collecting 
the cans and markers and preparing the 
ducks for transportation home. 

It is important to recognise and thank 
our IRB members for their time and 
dedication. With a cyclone off the coast 
of Old this year the IRB sections were 
really pushed to the limit with many drivers 
refusing to drive in the 8 metre swells that 
were coming through. Our experienced 
IRB Drivers from Sydney Branch excelled 
in the overwhelming conditions at Aussies 
held at Kurrawa. Most of the IRB Drivers 
up there were driving for 7 plus hours at a 
time because of the shortage of drivers. 

On one day there were 19 rollovers, 9 
of these were before 09:00hrs. These 
roll-overs were not because of poor 
driving, but because of the conditions that 
these guys were asked to drive in so that 
the surf carnival could go ahead. When 
you're driving up an 8 metre wave and 
the motor won't take you any further, as 
happened to one driver I know, there is 
only one outcome and that is to end up 
in the water with a couple of ton of water 
coming down on you. Other drivers had 
the same problem coming to the surface 
and all you see is foam all around you. 
Not good when you should be sitting in 
the duck. 

Sydney Branch was not the only Branch 
with IRB teams to be up at the Aussies 
and from what I hear, they all did a 
fantastic job, and really showed the 
high level of skills that IRB drivers have 
attained.

We are proud to report that in the 2009/1 O season no lives 
were lost whilst patrols were on duty at Bronte Beach. 

Our tradition of volunteer surf lifesaving 
at Bronte spans 107 years, an amazing 
commitment and tradition. Our core 
business is "between the flags", to ensure 
that the beach public are safe at Bronte 
Beach. 

We undertook this activity with 
professionalism to the highest standard 
expected of surf life savers across the 
country. We had 261 patrolling members 
in 20 senior patrols and 6 cadet patrols as 
well as water safety for our junior activities. 

Our professional delivery of surf lifesaving 
services at Bronte saw 206 rescues, 272 
first aids and 1106 preventative actions, 
under the excellent management of new 
manager of Lifesaving Nigel Harvey, 
with the assistance of Jon Leong who 
undertook all the Patrol paperwork .There 
is no doubt that the GFC has affected 
the numbers of patrolling members who 
volunteered to patrol at Bronte, but 
somehow we managed to meet our Patrol 
commitments. We definitely need to focus 
on a recruitment drive to attract new active 
members to the Club. Jon Leong's efforts 
were recognized with the award of the 
Club Patrolman of the year. 

Other major award winners were Clubman 
of the year Coleen O Neil, Patrol Captain 
of the year Ashleigh Bond and Patrol of the 
year Patrol 13 led by Craig Barlett. We had 
a very busy program with our Nippers and 
Junior Activities. New Manager of Youth 
Basil Scaffidi was outstanding leading our 
Junior Activities section and was able to 
develop a team of key supporters who 
assisted Basil implementing the program. 

With over 650 nippers registered this 
season it was an amazing success and 
we thank Basil and his team for their 
dedication. Basil's efforts were recognized 
with the President's award for 2009/10.

We also reintroduced back into the club 
board riding this year. This has been a 
welcome return and it was no surprise 
that 1 of our 2 gold medalists at the 
State Junior Nipper Championships was 
won for boardriding. It was fantastic to 
see so many Nippers joining the surfing 
competitions on those early Sunday 
mornings. 

Communication was an important focus 
this year. For the first time we had an 
information booklet and our website 
was regularly updated. Another first 
was parents volunteering to help in the 
merchandise tent. I would also like to 
acknowledge Speedo who this year 
became our swimwear supplier. We also 
reintroduced the Junior Ocean Swim, 
which was held on the morning of the 
Bondi to Bronte Ocean Swim. In very big 
and difficult ocean conditions, 70 children 
completed the courses, including girls and 
boys aged 8 years old. To me, watching 
this achievement was one of the highlights 
of the season. 

From an outsiders perspective, a Sunday

The season started early for the committee with our 
inaugural web survey last March which provided us with 
insights into how we could improve the nipper (and parent) 
experience. This resulted in our season calendar being 
posted on the website for easy reference and a decision 
to move the registration and pool proficiency to the warm 
waters of the Coogee Randwick RSL. 

This meant children did not have to 
brave the chilly waters of the Clovelly in 
September and ensured we completed 
the pre-season pool swim/float 
requirements. We also closed registration 
for the under 6 and 7s after the initial 
registration days, with numbers topping 
120 for those age groups alone. We were 
concerned we wouldn't have enough 
space to cater for all children on our little 
patch of sand and subsequently closed 
all registrations after the first weekend of 
the season proper, a practice common for 
other Eastern Suburbs clubs for similar 
reasons.

Elouera Surf Life Saving Clubs Inc. continued to provide 
Shire residents and visitors to our Beach with a high level 
of aquatic sacety and has done so in close association with 
the other three Bate Bay clubs - Wandal North Cronulla 
and Cronulla - during Season 2009-2010. 

The willing cooperation displayed by the 
other Bate Bay Clubs in patrolling and 
education generally and in specific events 
such as the Branch Age and Open Surf 
Lifesaving Championships; the Bate 
Bay lnterclub Carnival and in the various 
joint representations to the Council of 
Sutherland Shire and to the State and 
Commonwealth governments was 
appreciated. 

Satisfactory lifesaving statistics were 
recorded by the Club during the Season 
and were indicative of the efforts of a 
small, but dedicated, team of trainers and 
assessors who competently trained willing 
award aspirants in all SLSA Awards, 
supported of course by the dedicated 
active patrolling members. 

During Season 2009/ 2010. 128 rescues; 
965 preventative actions; 126 first aid 
cases and Ml miscellaneous incidents 
were recorded and a total of 1580 SLSA 
Awards in CC categories was gained by 
Club members. 

Elouera members also distinguished 
themselves in competitions at all levels, 
with Elouera beginning to rebuild its name 
to the forefront of surf competition in 
Sydney Branch, both Junior and Senior 
sections. 

The Elouera Female Boat Crew was 
selected in the Sydney Branch Team 
along with Dane Farrell (res.); Danielle 
Polson; Mikaela Allen; Ben Sargeant; 
Lachlan Galea (res.); Keegan Mason 
(res.) and Abigail Pugh. In addition, Dane 
Farrell; Tom O'Keeffe; Danielle Polson; 
Mikaela Allen; Ben Pugh; Lachlan Galea; 
Keegan Mason; and Abigail Pugh were 
selected for the High Performance Squad 
and Nathan Neale and Natasha Noore 
were included in the Branch Development 
Squad. 

Previously Elouera has reported on its 
efforts to establish a reliable income 
stream through sub-lease of part of its 
premises to the Summer Salt restaurant. 
In an extension of that initiative, the Club 
has committed to extensive refurbishment 
of the Clubhouse, including opening up 
the Frank Leo Washington Lounge for 
broad community use, with the added 
advantage of more comfortable facilities 
for members and guests. 

Members were pleased to note that Life 
Member and former Elouera President 
Graham Tangye - who now is prominent 
in Ocean Beach SLSC - was recognised 
for his efforts on 27 December 2009 when 
he successfully resuscitated a neighbour 
who had suffered a heart attack. Graham 
was nominated as Surf Life Saving NSW 

Rescue of the Year for December 2009 
and freely acknowledges the early training 
provided to him by Elouera. 

During the Season Elouera also continued 
its previous commitment to supporting 
all SLSS activities whether by attendance 
at meetings, nominations for positions/ 
awards, providing input to committees, 
reviews etc or competition. 

Membership of the Club has steadily 
increased during 2009-201 O and 
currently comprises 606 JAC members 
and 465 members in the Senior section of 
the Club - a total membership of 1071 . 

Elouera again conducted its annual 
Surf Awareness Clinic - its 28th. This 
year the Clinic catered for in excess of 
300 children aged from 7 to 12 years 
of age. The Clinic, conducted over 5 
successive half-days between 11th. and 
15th. January 2010, involved over 90 
volunteer members who willingly gave 
up leisure and holiday times to ensure 
a professional Clinic which was safely 
conducted in challenging surf conditions. 

The involvement and support of the 
Sutherland District Trade Union Club 
("Tradies"); the local lifeguards and thirteen 
generous companies and organisations 
which donated products ensured the 
success and continuation of this important 
community event. Planning for the 29th 
Clinic is already underway. 

However, it has not all been 'plain sailing' 
with many challenges being confronted 
by this Club and all others in Sydney 
Branch. These included the review of 
the operations of the Cronulla District 
Lifesaver Rescue (formerly ORB2) which 
dragged on without any resolution until 
very late in the Season. The issue has 
cost SLSS thousands of dollars and has 
polarised many valuable members of the 
Movement. 

Uncertainties relating to the status 
of the occupants of the positions of 
Director of Lifesaving and Education 
District Supervisor and the legal entity, or 
otherwise, of the Branch districts have 
each has highlighted alarming deficiencies 
in Branch administration which must be 
addressed and rectified. Other areas such 
as transparent processes and adherence 
to the Constitution also are in urgent need 
of review and have sounded a warning to 
all within Sydney Branch. 

Of course Elouera, similar to the other 
fourteen clubs within SLSS, could not 
continue to operate to its current high 
standard without the generous support of 
sponsors. The contribution made by our 
major sponsor, Sutherland District Trade 
Union Club ("Tradies") and Linfox. Caltex 
and the many smaller sponsors and 
supporters who contributed in so many 
ways is gratefully acknowledged. 

The support and guidance of SLSS 
officers and paid employees is recorded, 
particularly Yvette Rutherford; Linda 
Perrin, Peter Quartly and Marissa Jank.

This past season of 09-
1 O has seen Garie SLSC 
beginning to gain more 
members both in the Junior 
ranks and in the patrolling 
membership. 

However our club is still falling short on a 
full compliment of active patrol personnel. 
In order to keep maintaining our record of 
'no lives lost whilst the beach is patrolled' , 
we have welcomed the assistance of 
Coogee SLSC, Maroubra SLSC and 
support from Wanda SLSC. The club 
sincerely wishes to express its gratitude to 
these clubs and believe that their visits to 
Garie were enjoyable and fulfilling. 

This season, our hard working Chief 
Instructor and his team have put an 
enormous amount of effort into the 
training of new recruits and we should see 
the benefits when the new season starts. 
Overall, the awards gained were 49 for the 
season with more still in training during the 
off-season months. As well there were 87 
nipper awards, bringing the total awards 
to 136. 

Of the new recruits, several parents of the 
nippers have been enthusiastic volunteers 
and are wholeheartedly participating in 
the training and becoming fully qualified 
members. This enforces our belief that 
we are on the right track in encouraging 
the whole family to be involved in 
lifesaving. As a beach that does not have 
any public transport, members must be 
able to have their own means of attending 
patrols and that is where family members 
are invaluable. 

Between October and April 09-10, Garie 
SLSC performed 3,855 man hours on 
patrol and this is a remarkable feat given 
the small number of active members. 
The season saw large seas regularly and 
the shore dump kept our patrols busy. 
There were 55 rescues performed and 
237 preventative actions and 113 First 
Aid cases and a search and rescue at 
our neighbouring beach at Wattamolla. 
Because of our isolated bush surrounds, 
there are often injuries with bush-walkers, 
rock fishermen, picnickers and road 

accidents and our patrols need to have 
expertise in all facets of lifesaving, not just 
surf related incidents. 

On the competition front, Garie SLSC was 
again host to the Sydney Branch Surf Life 
Saving Championships and achieved a 
number of medals including Sydney's U19 
Champion Lifesaver. This competition has 
inspired our newest, younger members to 
strive for those medals that for many years 
have eluded our club. It was very pleasing 
to see this renewed competitive spirit 
amongst our members as it generates 
pride in the club and its primary purpose. 

The 2009 'Garie Dash', our premium 
event, surpassed all previous carnivals 
with a record 72 crews attending. As 
this event is held "away" from our home 
beach the logistics involved ensuring that 
all equipment is in the right place at the 
right time is a challenge. The continued 
growth of this event is testament to a 
small, determined workforce, and we 
are justifiably proud of our efforts. This 
could not have been achieved without 
the dedicated involvement of several 
boat competition stalwarts from the 
Sydney clubs who have guided our club 
throughout since the inaugural "Dash".

North Bondi SLSC 

The culmination of 3 years of hard work by our Design 
& Development Committee saw Waverley Council 
recently approve the development application for our 
new Clubhouse. This demolition of the existing structure 
and rebuilding will ensure that we have the best lifesaving 
facility in Australia. 

With our final fundraising endeavours 
in full swing the target date to start the 
project is April 2011 . This building will 
enable us to grow and further expand our 
community charter. 

Lifesaving is our core activity and the 
past season saw tens of thousands of 
voluntary patrol hours performed. This is 
an incredible benefit to the beach goers 
who comprise our local community as well 
as a great many visitors and tourists. We 
have over 500 active volunteers ready to 
assist on one of the world's most famous 
& busy beach and North Bondi has saved 
almost 14,000 lives since inception in 
1906. The professionalism and dedication 
of our patrollers is commended. 

Education at North Bondi is a key focus of 
our operations. The Club embarked on a 
strategy to up skill our members with higher 
awards and was very successful with this 
initiative. A further focus was to encourage 
Nipper parents to obtain their bronze 
medallions and the Under 14 Nippers to 
obtain their SRC award which has been 
achieved. It is pleasing that the number of 
awards at North Bondi remain high thanks 
to the efforts of our Education Team. 

Junior Activities see over 800 Nippers 
registered with the key focus to develop 
surf sense and safety skills, participate 
in healthy activities and to have fun and 
enjoy the experience. The Age Managers 
and parents who assist do a sterling job 
with this undertaking and ideals of SLSA 
and the Club are well looked after. A focus 
on further developing the surf sports area 
of Nippers was undertaken and the results 
at many carnivals and in particular the 
Branch & State titles were very pleasing . 

Competition saw Club members 
participate in all Sydney Branch, State & 
Australian carnivals as well as many other 

events. With the tragedy witnessed at 
the Australian Titles the season finished 
not as planned for most our surf sports 
members. It was pleasing that our Under 
17 march past team made it 4 titles in 
a row and the Open team grabbing a 
silver medal after a countback for gold. 
To be able to boast that we are the most 
successful march past Club in 2010 is no 
mean feat. Siobhan McCarthy bettered 
her 2009 achievement with a silver medal 
in the 2km beach run. 

The Club continues to provide many 
community events including our 2 ocean 
swims, Roughwater Swim in January 
and North Bondi Classic in February. The 
Bondi Barefoot soft sand run was held for 
the 7th year in May and numbers continue 
to grow in this event. Australia Day sees 
the Havianas Thong Challenge which is a 
huge undertaking involving our members. 
These events all provide avenues for the 
community to participate safely in fitness 
or fun events as well as generating much 
needed income to run our voluntary 
operations.

North Cronulla SLSC 

With my first season as President almost over it 1s interesting 
to reflect on what was a year of great achievement in 
many areas, tempered by the tragedy at the Australian 
titles at Kurrawa. 

Our major achievements this year reflect 
the community basis of North Cronulla 
Surf Life Saving Club and the organisation 
overall. Our members volunteered in 
excess of 12,000 hours of their time to 
keep beaches safe. Our training team 
put through over 670 new awards further 
adding to the pool of people trained to 
render assistance to the wider community. 
Our patrols rescued 142 people and we 
provided a safe and healthy environment 
for over 500 junior members. 

It is gratifying to note that the statistics 
recorded this year show a decrease in 
rescues, with an increase in preventatives, 
indicative of the approach to lifesaving 
taken in the Club and a credit to our 
Lifesaving Director, Darren Thorne. We 
can justifiably look back on our eighty fifth 
year with pride. 

The season got off to a flying start with a 
mass rescue of 4 students from India on 
their first outing to the beach in Australia. 
This occurred just a matter of weeks 
before the official start of the season and, 
fortunately for the students, just at the 
end of our club working bee. The rescues 
and subsequent resuscitations were 
conducted by club members from North 
Cronulla with assistance from members of 
other Bate Bay clubs who happened to be 
around at the time. 

A major event this year was the ceremony 
recognising the posthumous award of the 
Silver Medal for Bravery to Major James 
Peryman. The event was well attended 
and brought home to us all the true nature 
of our organisation and the community 
focus that drives it. Here was a classic 
case of a man who put his community 
before himself, in this instance with tragic 
consequences. He was a man who will 
never be forgotten. 

One of the highlights of the year was 
undoubtedly the visit from a group of 
young people from the Northcott Society. 

This was a wonderful morning where our 
members hosted these disabled young 
adults. We took them out into the surf, 
dunked them in the pool and bounced 
them around in IRB's. The obvious delight 
the youngsters demonstrated was only 
matched by that shown by our members. 
We finished with a BBQ round the pool. 
This is an event we would like to make a 
regular occurrence. 

Another highlight was the establishment of 
the Tom Payne Memorial Grant which was 
established in memory of the great club 
stalwart whose name it bears. The grant 
was established by the late Tom Payne's 
business partner, also a club member, 
Brian Salisbury. Brian came to us with an 
idea and then proceeded to knock on the 
doors of a number of major Australian 
insurance companies who, along with 
Tom and Brian's insurance broking 
company, contributed between $5,000 
and $10,000 to establish the fund. Each 
year a sum of money from this fund will 
be awarded to a club member to assist 
them in achieving a goal they are working 

towards. This year's recipient received 
assistance to purchasing equipment 
which enabled him to represent Australia 
in a junior kayaking event in Germany. 

Our patrols continued to perform well, 
dropping only a handful of points overall 
in the patrol inspections and the high 
standard was obvious to all. North Cronulla 
is probably the club with the highest 
visibility in Bate Bay with the relatively easy 
parking and the constant stream of events 
held there ensuring that we are always 
under scrutiny from the general public. It is 
therefore incumbent upon us to ensure that 
we maintain a high, professional standard 
in the way we go about our business, and 
in our conduct. I am proud to say that our 
members do just this week in and week 
out and still manage to keep it fun so 
that our younger members want to keep 
coming back. 

The tragic loss of a young lifesaver at 
Kurrawa impacted on us in many ways 
and probably more than most of us care 
to admit. It reinforced the need to respect 
the ocean and to be conscious of the 
need for vigilance when around it. It was 
a timely reminder that it is the people at 
the "pointy end", the people out there 
doing the business week in and week out 
who are the lifeblood of the Clubs and 
therefore the organisation These people 
do have skills, they understand the ocean

and particularly their local environment, 
and their knowledge is worthy of 
recognition. All knowledge is not vested 
in the few within the bureaucracy that 
seems to continually be seeking to impose 
its own from on high with no regard or 
respect for the volunteers they are there to 
serve. Our volunteers are the organisation; 
they deserve respect, to be looked after 
and to be listened to. 

In any organisation there are difficult 
issues which come up from time to time. 
This season has been no different. 

Many of the issues were a direct result 
of the lack of input into decisions made, 
from the clubs and members affected by 
those decisions. The continual attempts 
to ignore local, experienced lifesavers 
who know their beaches and understand 
what is necessary to properly do the job 
they are entrusted to do, has been an 
unpleasant and unfortunate feature of 
the Support Operations and Lifesaving 
Groups over a number of seasons. 
This season unfortunately set a new 
benchmark and looks like continuing. 

North Cronulla, along with the other clubs 
in Bate Bay showed vision, leadership, 
innovation and courage, in the face of self 
interest and intimidation, in developing 
the Bate Bay Beach Management Plan 
in consultation with our local Council. In 

doing so it was unfortunately necessary 
to point out a few home truths about 
some of the equipment being imposed 
on the District clubs. Whilst this was 
unpopular and attracted much biased 
and ill informed commentary, there is no 
doubt that recent events, together with 
Sutherland Shire Councils plans for the 
future, have shown the wisdom of the 
District position. 

It is always preferable to work these 
issues through in a collaborative fashion, 

however, when conflicts of interest 
fail to be recognised and dealt with 
appropriately, community interest and 
needs, not to mention facts, are frequently 
a victim. 

With all of these negatives taking up 
so much time and energy, it is easy to 
overlook all of the positives that came out 
of the season, but it is imperative for the 
overall health of the Branch that we do 
focus on the positives. 

Looking to the future, the mooted 
changes to the Constitution of the Branch 
will hopefully go some way towards 
redressing the balance so that the people 
who make up the organisation, the Clubs 
and their members, actually have a say 
in the future of the Branch and that 
those entrusted with Executive positions 
represent the wishes of the Branch, not 
those of themselves and other vested 
interests external to the constituent 
clubs and their members that are the 
organisation. 

Within North Cronulla, we intend to 
continue to expand our community focus 
and look forward to another successful 
season next year.

South Maroubra Nippers 

It is with pride that I report on the nipper season of 2009-
2010 on behalf of my club South Maroubra. 

On reflection the season seemed to 
fly by as we tried to fit in 16 Sunday 
weekly activities, 12 Nipper carnivals, 
Surf Education for every nipper, Parent 
Inductions, Nipper BBO's, Twilight Nipers, 
Trivia Night & Raffles, Touring Teams, a 
comprehensive weekly coaching program 
and a weekly pointscore. 

As always we kicked off the season 
with two registration days in September 
with a total of 394 nippers joining which 
is steady in comparison to previous 
years. After two solid weeks of member 
data entry into the Surf Life Saving 
membership data base system -
surfguard, we were ready to commence 
activities in October and plough through 
the task of proficiency testing 240 nippers 
in open water under freezing conditions. 
Thank you to all club members involved in 
this compulsory and important start to the 
season with special congratulations to all 
of our nippers on their swimming efforts 
- 94% of eligible nippers passed the 
associations proficiency. Also at this time 
all nipper children that wished to compete 
throughout the year completed an 
additional 'longer' ocean swim proficiency 
- challenging not only the children but 
the vigilance of all age managers, water 
safety & patrol members however through 
this process it became evident that we 
had some great swimmers amongst us 
and we were very proud that 78% of our 
nipper membership were now eligible to 
compete for the club - thank you to you 
all that assisted. 

Another mandatory obligation placed on 
our nipper committee early in the season 
was an induction process for all club 
members & parents that wished to assist 
with nipper activities. We held 2 parent 
induction courses with a remarkable 
attendance resulting in 128 nipper parents 
joining our club as 'fully inducted' general 
members, representing a 300% increase 
in this club membership category. I 
personally thank each nipper parent that 
assisted throughout the year and were 
part of the 'red shirt' brigade. 

Surf Education for every nipper was the 
third obligatory activity that the nipper 
committee tackled in the first few months 
of nippers with each group having a 
minimum of 11 lessons to get through. 
The Nipper Surf Education is designed 
by SLS Australia and is a comprehensive 
age based 'lifesaving skills' program. My 
gratitude and appreciation is extended 
to each Age Manager for their delivery of 
this important program - with our club 
achieving 96.7% completion rate. 

On the competition South Maroubra had 
a very dedicated group of nippers that 
once again competed with distinction 
at the Forster, Cronulla 1MB, 4 x Sydney 
Water Series, Nth Cronulla lronperson & 
Sth Maroubra Carnivals throughout the 
season. Our club introduced a Nipper 
March Past team at the beginning of 
the year and I thank all those involved 
in this process. A large number of our 
nippers showed up for the Randwick 
District Nipper Carnival and we presented 
a team of 70 at the Sydney Branch 
Age Championships. Results from the 
Branch show that our club medalled in 
20 events with 39 children or 55% of our 
team receiving medals and many more 
making finals. In February 2010 we sent 
a team of 54 children to the NSW State 
Championships Carnivals where 15 South 
Maroubra nippers gained medals (27% of 
the team) and a further 21 nippers (66% 
of the team) made finals. South Maroubra 
placed 12th in the overall State Age point 
score out of 129 NSW clubs. A truly 
magnificent effort for a very small nipper 
club and one that we are very proud off. 

On behalf of our club and the South 
Maroubra nippers I thank our wonderful 
club nipper coaches - Kim McJannett 
- surf; Grant 'Paddles' Rutherford, Mike 
Vitnell, Erich & Greg in the Board section; 
Max, Phil, Carl & John in the beach 
section & Linda Perrin in March Past. 
Your efforts, expertise and dedication 
each week genuinely rubbed off on the 
kids.

Director of Finance 

The following Report is to be read in conjunction with the Financial Report for the year 
ended 31 May 2010. 

The Branch achieved a profit of $3,048 for the financial year to 31 May 2010 which was 
a decrease in profit compared to the amount of $29,206 derived in the previous financial 
year. The result is after making a distribution to clubs of $3,000. The reduction n profit 
reflects the decrease in Sponsorship and Donation income that the Branch derived 
during the year. Income from Sponsorships and Donations decreased from $332,806 
in 2009 to $251,849 in 2010. 

Sponsorship and Donations income has 
dropped over the last few years from 
$547,369 in 2007 to $332,806 in 2009 
and to $213,000 in 2010 a decrease of 
$295,520 or 53.9%. Total Income for 
the year was $409,199 which was down 
on the 2008/09 figure by $81,956 mainly 
due to a reduction in Solicited Donations 
and Sponsorships. The surplus from 
rental operations increased from $685 to 
$3,665. 

Although operational expenditure 
decreased from last year's amount 
by $33,788, monies were spent in 
areas that should produce long term 
benefits for the Branch. Expenditure 
on Competition and Event Running 
increased by $2878 and involved 
expenditure on additional development 
camps and the High Performance and 
Emerging Athletes programs. Finance and 
Property Expenses went from $106,945 
to $128,521 and relates to a full year of 
expenditure. Most other expenditure was 
well contained during the year including 
employee benefits which decreased by 
$29,463. 

The Balance Sheet remains healthy. On 
the assets side the original building at 

Alexandria has been occupied all year 
and no major expenditure was incurred 
except for the minor purchase of an air 
conditioner. The new property also derived 
income for a full year. The original building 
was not valued this year and therefore 
reflects the most recent valuation which 
was undertaken a few years back. 

Cash assets, although down on the same 
period last year, are still quite healthy at 
$671,533 down from $724,791 at the end 
of last year. No other major movements 
have occurred on the Balance sheet. 
During the year the Branch employed two 
staff. Given the lack of sponsors it is highly 
unlikely that any additional staff will be 
engaged in the foreseeable future . 

The Finance Committee met three times 
during the year and most members of 
the committee attended each meeting. 
I would like to thank, Peter Pearce, 
Trevor Elliott and Karl Solomonson for 
their significant contribution during the 
season. Matters discussed included the 
annual budgets, reviewing expenditure 
and assessing the performance of the 
Branch 's properties and sponsorship. I 
would also like to convey my thanks to the 
Sutherland District Trade Union Club for 

allowing us to use their board room for our 
meetings. With the lack of sponsorship 
to start the 2010 / 2011 season the 
onus will be on all office bearers to 
control expenditure. It is expected that 
the Finance Committee will meet more 
regularly to review the Branch's financial 
position including divisional budgets and 
actual expenditure. 

My thanks to our tremendous sponsors 
who have enabled the Branch to operate 
efficiently throughout the season. To 
OHL, Westpac, Banana Boat, Telstra and 
Sydney Airport we thank you. Without 
your significant sponsorship the Branch 
would not be in a position to provide 
services to the clubs and the general 
public. 

To Yvette and Linda in the office, I thank 
you for your professionalism and the 
manner in which you undertake your 
respective jobs.

1 Statement of Significant Accounting Policies 

The financial report is a general purpose financial report and it has been prepared in accordance 
with Accounting Standards other authoritative pronouncements of the Australian Accounting 
Standards Board and the requirements of the Charitable Fundraising Act 1991 and Associations 
Incorporation Act NSW. 

The financial report is for an entity known as Surf Life Saving Sydney Incorporated as an individual 
entity. The Association was incorporated in NSW under the Associations Incorporation Act 1984. 

The financial report complies with all Australian equivalents to International Financial Reporting 
Standards (AIFRS) in their entirety. 

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Association in the 
preparation of the financial report. Unless otherwise stated, the accounting policies have been 
consistently applied. 

Reporting Basis and Conventions 

The financial report has been prepared on an accruals basis and is based on historical costs 
modified by the revaluation of financial assets, financial liabilities and selected non-current assets for 
which the fair value basis of accounting has been applied. 

2 Accounting Policies 

Property, Plant a_nd Equipment 
Each class of property, plant and equipment is carried at fair value or cost less any accumulated 
depreciation and impairment losses, where applicable. 

Property 
Freehold land and buildings are valued by an independent valuer every four years, with annual 
appraisals being made by the committee. They are measured on fair value, being the amount for 
which an asset could be exchanged in an arm's length transaction between informed participants. 

The property is held for investment purposes and therefore the committee has adopted not to apply 
depreciation. Any fall in the value of the property will be adjusted in the Association's reserves. 

Plant and Equipment 

Plant and equipment are carried at either cost or at independent or Association's valuation, less any 
accumulated depreciation or amortisation applicable. 

Depreciation 
Plant and equipment is depreciated on a straight line basis at rates calculated to allocate the cost 
less the estimated residual value over the estimated useful life of each asset. 

Depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are: 

Class of Fixed Asset Depreciation Rate 

Plant & EQuipment 15% 
Office Furniture & Equipment 33% 
Rental Plant & EQuipment 10% 
Competition & Life Saving Equipment 20% 
Leasehold Improvements 10% 

The assets carrying values are reviewed for impairment when events or changes in circumstances 
indicate the carrying value may not be recoverable. An asset's carrying account is written down 
immediately to its recoverable amount if the asset's carrying amount is greater than its estimated 
recoverable amount. 

Profit and loss on disposal are determined by comparing proceeds with the carrying amount. These 
amounts are included in the Income Statement.

Trade And Other Receivables 
Recognition 
The Association has elected to apply the option available under AASB1 of adopting AASB132 and 
AASB 139. Amounts owing are recognised and carried at original invoice amount less any allowance 
for uncollectable amounts. 

An allowance for doubtful debts is made when there is objective evidence that the Association will 
not be able to collect the debts. Bad debts are written off when identified. 

Trade And Other Payables 
Recognition 
Amounts owing are carried at their invoiced cost and represent a liability for goods and services 
provided to the Association prior to the end of the financial year that are unpaid and arise when the 
Association becomes obliged to make future payments in respect of the purchase of these goods 
and services. 

Income Tax 
No Income Tax is payable by the Association as Section 50-5 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 
1997 exempts Charitable Institutions from Income Tax. 

Cash and Cash Equivalents 
Cash and short-term deposits in the balance sheet comprise cash at bank and in hand and short­
term deposits with an original maturity of three months or less. 

Revenue 
Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the 
Association and the revenue can be reliably measured. The following specification criteria must also 
be met before revenue is recognised: 

Sale ·of Goods 
Revenue is recognised when control has passed to the buyer. 

Capitation Fees 
Revenue is recognised when a member is entitled to the benefits of belonging to the Association 

Sponsorship &Grants 
Unconditional sponsorship & grants are recorded as income when received. Grants received for 
specific projects are recognised as revenue upon receipt regardless of whether the expenditure 
has been incurred as long as there is no contractual right to return the monies received to the 
grantor. 

Rendering of Services 
Revenue from the providing of a service is recognised when the member or customer receives the 
service. 

Rents and Interest 
Control of the right to receive the payment. 

Goods and Services Tax (GST) 
Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of goods and service tax, except: 

(i) where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Tax 
Office. It is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of an asset or as part of 
an item of the expense. 

(ii) receivables and payables are shown inclusive of GST. 

Cash flows are presented in the cash flow statement on a gross basis, except for the GST 
component of investing and financing activities, which are disclosed as operating cash flows.

The Association's financial instruments consist primarily of deposits with banks, local money market 
instruments, accounts receivable and payable and loans from banks. 

The Association does not have any derivative instruments at 31 May 2010. 

(a)Treasury Risk Management 
The committee meet on a regular basis and consider interest rate exposure and to evaluate cash 
flow to meet current and future obligations. 

(b)Financial Risks 

The main risks the Association is exposed to through its financial instruments are interest rate risk 
and liquidity risk. 

Interest rate risk is managed by a fixed term interest rate (expiring September 2011) on $800,000 of 
the debt and by the monitoring of short & long term interest rate fluctuations on the remainder. 

The Association manages liquidity risk by monitoring cash flows on a regular basis and ensuring 
adequate funds are held in the bank at all times to meet present and future obligations. Repayment 
of borrowings is secured by a medium term rental agreements which are sufficient to meet the 
financial institutions debt.
