Mat currently standing in his second
term as club captain of Maroubra
SLSC. Under his leadership,
Maroubra SLSC’s lifesaving team

has excelled, with membership
growing 10%, record number of new
bronze members, one of the highest
numbers of IRB awards, record
100% proficiency awards, and huge
retention rates where patrols are now beginning to have greater numbers of
young members. Mat has fostered a caring, safe and helpful environment for his
250 + volunteers on the beach and has thus created Maroubra SLSC’s strongest
patrol teams. This season saw Mat achieve 10 years of 100% patrol efficiency,
which is a huge achievement for a lifesaver. He also secured various funding
grants for lifesaving, community sponsors and liaises with other community
organizations such as Curtin University surrounding shark attitudes at Maroubra
beaches, rock fisherman safety awareness and community education initiatives
with UNSW and USYD at Maroubra Beach. Mat also helped organise the relaunch
of Maroubra Marlins disabled Nippers program, which was a highly successful
program encourage disadvantages children to participate in surf sports.

Mat also undertook his third season as the captain of Surf Rescue 30, leading a
team of 30- 40 lifesavers in a high risk but rewarding environment. This season,
under his leadership, saw the group excel with record number of new awards, a
membership increases of 20% and the delivery of a lifesaving service which has
not been seen for many years. The comradery and teamwork within the team

is stronger than it has ever been before. He participated in many out of hours
callouts as part of the SLS Sydney SOG group and conducted night operations
with his SR30 team

Mat is pre-eminent within Sydney Branch SOG and Maroubra SLSC in recruiting
and mentoring new and inexperienced members to ensure the future viability
and success of support operations.

This season saw Mat achieve his SMAR and the upgrade of his CERT IV- Training
and assessment. This was achieved so that Mat could continue to facilitate SLS
Sydney awards. He began as a probationary facilitator for the SMBM award

and eventually hopes to facilitate the SMAR award for SLSS. He is also an active
Bronze and ARTC trainer for the club, and a Bronze assessor for SLS Sydney.
Mat also achieved his State recognised coastal navigation course (pre-rec to
ORB Skipper).

Mat was also privileged enough to represent the club and state at SLSA National
Leadership college where he shared his experiences with other lifesavers from
around the country. Mat facilitated the SLS Sydney 18-25 development camp
where he had 10 young adults and ran seminars which explored what is was like
to be aleader within SLS, pathways, challenges and leadership styles. He actively
encouraged young members to explore the many leadership opportunities
available within the organization.

Mat presents a tremendous positive image for Surf Lifesaving and is very
deserving of the honour of being awarded SLS Sydney Surf Lifesaver of the Year.

As our drownings up and down the coast have continued and increase, it has
become obvious that Community Education is a priority for our Clubs. This
season Doug delivered eight major sessions working with Coogee SLSC and also
the SLSNSW Community Education Team.

Doug’s role within these sessions was to present the day, and organise all the
fellow lifesavers and liaison with the community team. This season saw over 300
people go through the doors of the club, and enjoy not just a solid theory session
but also very engaging beach sessions, where all the candidates went in the
water supported by the lifesavers and learnt new skills.

As Lead Trainer for the Coogee SRC’s for 18-19 the Club had 84 candidates which
was a record number and most probably for SLS - the challenge here was to
ensure we had very good engagement with the SRC’s and their parents, and also
had quality time with them for their training, both Theory and Practical.

This large number required a defined strategy and plan to ensure the Club could
handle these numbers. With a number of meetings, and parents presentations
we ensured that the training would be of the highest calibre, as these young
men and women were becoming qualified lifesavers. We also needed to ensure
the schedule worked for them in all aspects of their very busy lives Creating two
defined groups - appointing the SRC’s to act as PC’s within their Patrols within
the groups and ensuring our Youth Training team were all involved all added to
delivering a very efficient and effective course.

With this number of Candidates it could have been a very different outcome
for the Club, but with good management, high engagement and effective club
and member support, this course had some great outcomes with the Assessors
giving some great compliments at their Part A and B. Patrol Captains have
already given some solid feedback that this seasons SRC’s are very engaged on
patrol and wanting to get involved using their new found skills.

Doug has numerous achievements this season — too many to list, but in summary
his commitment to SLS covers all facets of the organisation for the U6’s to the
over 80’s and everyone in between. Doug’s efforts this season across many
aspects of SLS has seen him engage with over 1300 members in the Club, Branch
and across the state. Congratulations Doug Hawkins Coogee SLSC - a very
worthy recipient of the prestigious award of Sydney Branch Volunteer of the Year.

LIFESAVING AND EDUCATION

Once again, our season has come to an end.

Sydney Branch Lifesavers continued to protect patrolled beaches
from Sydney Heads to National Parks as well as an extensive
coastline with Support Skis and Offshore Rescue

Boats operations.

Thank you to all clubs and lifesavers for a great job done
this season.

In the 2018-19 season our statistics showed that the number of
people coming to our beaches had only slightly increased from
the previous season, but surf Conditions varied significantly
each weekend keeping our lifesavers on their toes throughout
the season, especially over the Christmas holiday period, January
and February. This saw the number of preventative actions
preformed in the Branch increase from 39,000 to 73,979.

It was great to see that even though our Patrols were extremely
busy on the beach this season, we still continued to maintain
our high level of lifesaving standards. This was echoed by our
lifesaving Coordinator’s throughout the season, with many clubs
achieving 100% patrol efficiency results in the majority

of inspections.

Our rescues were down by 39 across the Branch, but | can
proudly say that there are 1,508 individuals out there who
returned home to their families from a day out at beach because
of the dedicated and highly skilled lifesavers in this Branch.
When you consider that we had a slight increase in the number
of people on the beach and in the water as last season, varied

and challenging conditions resulting in nearly 35,000 more
preventative actions being performed across the branch, and yet
we were able to reduce the number of rescues across the branch
by 39, amazing effort. Traditional rescue methods ( Board and
Tube ) remained high, while IRB only made up 14% of all rescues
this season. First aids dropped , with the number Marine stings
and cuts and abrasions dropping by 45 % to 1,915.

Our drowning fatalities rose from 9 to 11 this season, with the
only 1 resuscitations performed by our lifesavers , down from the
previous season (7 previous year).

Once again, Support Operations were extremely busy through
the season, with the number of call outs slightly increasing. The
RWC team preformed 128 rescues outside the flags, while our
Duty Officers did over 350 hours attending incidents throughout
the branch. Many of the incidents the team attended to this
season were extremely difficult and distressing, and | would like
to thank member services for their support.

We also saw the second season of patrols for Support Ski 4,
based out of North Bondi. Congratulations to all the members
that patrolled, which saw an overall increase in patrols. The Ski
further strengthens our support operation capabilities in branch
outside the flags, plus allowing us to continue to provide support
to clubs while an incident is in progress. This season the RWC
team performed 128 rescues.

On the Education front, the overall award numbers increased
from the previous season, and as like last season the number of
members completing their proficiency in core awards increased.
This is a great reflection on our clubs and education teams, not
only have we increased the number of members and awards on
patrol, but we have retained our members from the previous
season. With many Clubs and Branches in the state and country
struggling to retain members, its great to see Sydney Branch in
such a strong position.

The number of new bronze awards and SRC awards increased
while their respective proficiencies were strong across the
Branch. In an area where many clubs have struggled in the

past, off the back of our hard work the last 6 seasons we saw
steady awards numbers again in IRBD, IRBC, BBM and first aid.
Congratulations Andrew McKellar and Jake McDonald, this
season we saw our RWC awards increase again . A fantastic effort
by our 2 Trainers.

Our Gear Inspection App was used by Sydney Northern Beaches
again this season, and we have received interest from other
branches in the state. Sydney Northern Breaches halved the
gear inspection time across their branch, while Sydney branch
completed all Waverley, Randwick and Batebay clubs in a single
day with the same inspectors. We will be making further changes
in the off season to the process, and hopefully making a better
experience for Assessors and Clubs.

There are a number of people who need to be recognised and
thanked for their contribution to maintaining our lifesaving
operations and standards, firstly to Linda Perrin and Sara
Webster from Branch Office who organise and process lifesaving

operations, without them the Branch would be difficult
to operate.

Special thanks to Matt Evans and his team of Rescue
Coordinators, Duty Officers, RWC operators, Drone Operators
and Off Shore Rescue Boat members. The team has worked
tirelessly throughout the season, often in the background, to
provide support and guidance to our patrol teams, including
responding to hundreds of incidents within the branch outside
of normal patrol hours. This season Matt Evans steps down

as Support Operations Manager, | would like thank Matt for
his contribution not only in Support Operations matters, but
lifesaving and education in the Branch as an LSE Committee
executive. Matt will continue to work in the branch as

Rescue coordinator.

Congratulations to our Lifesaver of the Year — Matthew Harper
Towns, Volunteer of the Year - Doug Hawkins, Sydney Branch
Award of Excellence winners , along with our Rescue of the
month Winners, including overall winner North Cronulla.

VISITING CLUBS PROGRAM

GARIE SLSC

In Season 2018/2019, our Clubs answered the call to assist
one of their own, Garie SLSC by providing relief patrols at Garie
Beach on Saturdays and Public Holidays.

In the previous season, Garie Members had worked tirelessly to
keep the beach safe and maintain the proud tradition of “no lives
lost” on Garie Beach. While they were successful in achieving
this, it became apparent that providing this service to the
community was coming at significant cost these members, with
Garie Members patrolling an average of 91 hours each on Garie
Beach in Season 17/18.

This incredible strain was unsustainable for these hard-working
members, and while a large majority voted in favour of keeping

Garie SLSC open at their AGM, it was recognised that they could
not do so without help.

Several initiatives were established to provide Garie SLSC the
support it needed to continue into the future, from governance,
to maintenance - Surf Life Saving Sydney delivered a wide
ranging and sustained support package.

Garie is located in the Royal National Park, and as Sydney’s
population grows and with the continued rise of social media -
word of this beautiful place continues to get around and beach
patronage continues to grow. Therefore, it is critical thata
Lifesaving Service is provided at Garie Beach.

Sydney Clubs were allocated a number of patrols, based on
the number of active members each club had - with the bigger
metro clubs receiving up to 7 rostered days, and the smaller
clubs chipping in with a day each. Regardless of the number of

patrols each club had - each club took to their allocation with
enthusiasm and a can-do attitude - which embodies the spirit of
Surf Life Saving generally - we dig in and help.

In total, our clubs patrolled a total of 70 full days at Garie

Beach this season, providing over 500 hours of coverage. Our
visiting clubs performed 10 rescues, 19 first aid actions, & 134
preventative actions, which is an incredible effort, especially
considering the work performed at their own beaches in addition
to this commitment.

Bondi Surf Bathers’ Life Saving Club are proud of another season
with no lives lost on our watch at Bondi Beach.

Thank you to our lifesaving team led by Club Captain, Belinda
Hartmann. Many members have to juggle their work, social, and
family time to ensure we stay on top of our patrol obligations.
Dedicating on average 50+ hours a season per active member is
a huge commitment and one that the Club is extremely thankful
for. The recognition of Meagher Patrol for Patrol of the Year at the
Branch Awards of Excellence was a gratifying symbol of the effort
in lifesaving and skills development, and our determination to
have “no lives lost”.

Our surf sports team have continued to build on the successes
of previous years. Dori Miller, Nick Nezval and a strong sub-
committee worked tirelessly to plan for every event. This season
we had the assistance from Robert Chapman as head coach. The
club retained its Australian Masters title, but it was also pleasing
to see a win in the National Pool Rescue titles and success for our
Champion Lifesaver competitors. We also saw our competitors
succeed at the World Lifesaving Championships in Adelaide
taking home 20 gold medals plus numerous silver and bronze.

Our Club’s deputy president Pep Font made considerable
improvements in the area of member protection. We have now
putin place an updated policy to help uphold our core values
and create a safe, fair and inclusive environment for everyone
associated with surf lifesaving. In addition, we have more than
doubled the number of Member Protection Information Officers
from whom our members can seek guidance. We have been
successful in the implementation of the Chaplaincy Services as
part of our Wellbeing Initiative for our members, also recognised
by the Branch at the Awards of Excellence 2019. Since thanks

to Marty Nezval who has delivered an unobtrusive and diverse
level of support which has previously not been available to our
members as our Club Chaplain.

Director Brent Jackson led the Education section and delivered
over seven Bronze medallion courses, resulting in 125 new
lifesavers, three new Gold medallion members and a significant
increase in higher awards.

In my first season as the Director of Junior Activities | have been
honoured to head a fantastic team of parents and Nippers who
contribute to the program at Bondi Nippers.

Introducing pre-season timed proficiency swim tests for all Under
9-14 age groups was the beginning of a higher standard at Bondi
Nippers. We are confident the increase in standard has worked
well and the message that Nippers is not a place for children who
cannot swim has been received.

The introduction of a paid Junior Coach saw us welcome Laura
Thurtell to our team. Laura came to us from Foster and brought
with her a wealth of knowledge of the training, coaching and
competition section of our program. The aim in employing a
Junior Coach is to improve the overall level of ability and skill of
our Nippers, improving their life saving and competition skills.

Our Nippers competed at the Waverley Shield Carnival in
November with some good results including 6 Gold, 7 Silver and
18 Bronze medals and an overall increased point score from last
season. The Manly Nipper Nats Carnival was well attended and
we had two Under 11 Nippers reach finals in the surf race and
iron person events. The Branch Carnival saw some challenging
conditions and the cancellation of water events for our younger
Nippers. This carnival reinforced the need for the development
of our competitive Nippers and has helped us set some goals for
next season.

With the many thousands of
beach goers, we are now finding that we are not only needing to
be vigilant during our standard patrol hours, but at many other
times of the year, as was highlighted by three rescues mid-week
in late January after 7.00pm in tough conditions, that were carried
out by our incredible volunteers.

I don’t think we have ever been more diligent in upskilling our
lifesavers and our education capabilities. It has been the highest of
priorities for our club in recent years and on behalf of the Board of
Management, we are proud of our incredibly strong lifesaving base.

We are also very lucky to have an incredible working relationship
with the Waverley lifeguards and to see them this year lay a
wreath at our ANZAC memorial service highlighted the closeness
of the relationship.

The Club continues to be in a very strong financial position as is
outlined in the Finance Report and it has allowed us to be well
positioned for our upcoming plans for a new building.

confidence and develop their skills. Our emphasis on Sundays is
on participation in a safe environment, we are focussed on water
safety which means sometimes we cannot enter the surf due to
unsafe conditions. We are of course fortunate to have the pool
and Bogey Hole available.

Many nippers have participated in our training and competition
program. Firstly, a big ‘thank you’ to our coaches: Jason Gavin did
a fantastic job running the advanced board squad, while Scott
Doble kept the development group moving forward. Jo Mermaid
continued to run our beginner group on Tuesday afternoons

at Bondi. On sand Jordan continued to develop our land based
athletes with a number joining his long distance training group as
well.

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CLOVELLY NIPPERS

2018/19 was an outstanding year for Clovelly Nippers and

our community. This year marks the end of Clovelly Nippers
Committee three year business plan. In that plan we set out a new
vision, new goals and a new approach to Nippers. An approach
that emphasised fun, safety, learning and participation. An
approach that was focused more on lifesaving skills than just

how speedy you are at grabbing a flag. An approach that relied
upon the good efforts of the many to work together to create
something special.

Over the three years we have successfully met each of our
goals and KPIs. This has been through an awesome amount

of teamwork. A huge thanks goes to every Age Manager, Age
Registrar, water safety, trainer, educator, officials, beach set
up, BBQ, Nippers Shop, Nippers committee, senior club board
member, and parents/caregivers on the beach.

In2018/19, Clovelly SLSC had 496 Nippers, including 42 SRCs.
Statewide there has been a reduction of nearly 10% in nippers
enrolments. We are leading the way in retention and in growth
in training young people in surf safety and surf lifesaving. In
2018/19 we had:

Lifesaving skills

¢ Each week there has been a focus on providing a variety
of learning activities to nippers in every age group to
have fun and learn lifesaving skills. Guided by their Age
Managers, more nippers learnt tube and board rescues
and how to do CPR culminating in the end of season
lifesaving demonstration.

¢ Theskills Nippers learn each week provide the important
foundations to our U14s when they start patrols as SRCs.
This year on patrol there have been several occasions
when the first responders were our SRCs who have
equipped themselves commendably. A good lifesaver’s
first lessons are in nippers.

¢« Wesupported U11s and U13s attend Branch
development camps and are deeply appreciative of
Doug’s leadership and Branch’s continued support for
this excellent program.

Education

* 427 nippers, including U14s completed their educational
requirements, that is 86% completion!

¢ Following on the highly successful 2017/18 SRC intake,
another 42 SRCs completed their SRC. This is once
again our biggest ever graduation of U14 Nippers onto
patrols with 100% successfully completing their SRC and
most not only completing 100% of their patrols but far
exceeding it. We have even had individual SRCs complete
over 400 patrol hours which is a massive service to
the community.

e Thelong term pipeline of nippers is also very strong to
continue this record supply of SRCs onto patrols. The
challenge for us now is to support these SRCs on patrol
and provide pathways to bronze and other qualifications
and other roles. Beyond education, we as a club need to
provide our cadets with opportunities to have fun, gain
new skills, compete if they so wish and commit to the club
for afurther 10 years.

Training and Competition

* Arecord number of state competitors (36) where
among many great performances, Luca Beardmore
achieved a 4th in the 1 km beach run and Carter Hjorring
and Nick Hjorring both made the finals of the surf race
and ironperson.

* At Branch we had our strongest ever team participation
and performance. We made several finals and picked up
points in beach and water events across nearly all of the
age groups.

* InNovember 2018, Clovelly partnered with South
Maroubra in hosting a highly successful and on time
running Randwick Shield.

*  Successfully running each week two training sessions at
Bondi and Clovelly

* Participation and community

* We once again actively collaborated with other surf clubs.
We hosted Era at our Twilight Nippers, ran pre-season
training with South Maroubra and visited Cronulla and
Era for the first time. We will continue to build upon these
next season so our nippers get as many opportunities to
test themselves in surf conditions.

This year we increased our rego fees slightly to bring us up

more in line with our neighbouring clubs. Our revenue was very
healthy, principally through two sources — sponsorship and

the BBQ. We welcomed another major sponsor in BP, as well

as maintaining our other major partnerships with Channel 9,
Ganellan, Mark McPherson of McGrath Real Estate and of course
Randwick City Council. Also thanks to all our other sponsors
including AMP and Eastern Suburbs RLFC.

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The past year has been an enormous challenge for Cronulla
SLSC. On 1 May last year the Club closed its doors for the last
time prior to undertaking a major redevelopment. The enormity
of bringing this project to fruition cannot be understated; it

has been nine years in the planning and has lasted through the
term of three Presidents of the Club and three changes of Local
Councillors and Mayors. The complications of this project were
exacerbated by the heritage considerations pertaining to the
original building that had been added to over many years.

The Club had to completely vacate the premises and that created
significant operational challenges. Our office with the assistance
of Sutherland Shire Council was able to obtain space at Hungry
Point adjacent to Marine Rescue from which our office staff could
operate. This building also had a small amount of space that we
were able to store some equipment in and gave us a room for
meetings and training purposes. Our day to day operations were
made possible by receiving permission to place a container at the
top of Cronulla Park next to the construction compound and with
the co-operation of the Sutherland Shire Lifeguards who made
space in their shed for us to store our patrol equipment and an
IRB.

commercial storage space. We were not permitted to store any
personal craft at the beach only lifesaving equipment and gear to
enable the Sunday nipper operations. Despite these challenges our
patrols operated every day as required, our training continued, our
Sunday surf races were held and we were able to successfully hold
our short course carnival and the Shark Island Swim challenge.
This was achieved by our members simply accepting the challenge
and getting on with the job of doing whatever was necessary to
achieve the result. | must also at this point thank our fellow Bate
Bay Clubs and their Presidents Geoff Budd, Darren Galea and Mark
Sargent for their assistance whenever we asked. The co-operation
that exists in Bate Bay is outstanding and the Club is grateful for
the support that we have received.

Our core activity is that of lifesaving and the protection of

the community who choose to come to Bate Bay. To do that,
consistent with our charitable purpose, we provide educational
opportunities to members to become proficient in

lifesaving awards.

Our lifesaving activities have again been led by Cameron Simpson
and his twelve patrol captains, and it is with pleasure that again
we can report ‘No Lives Lost".

The Training and Education awards increased across the board
this season thanks to the hard work of our new Director of
Education, Amber Garcia, with Leah Byrne providing much
logistic support. For the season ended April 2019 there 323
educational awards in the Under 6 to under 13 age groups and
240 awards to older age groups. Elouera also provided lifesaving
to the community who use Elouera Beach with in excess of 9,523
hours voluntary service provided, resulting in 473 preventative
actions, 32 rescues and 29 first aid treatments.

The season again commenced with the Nippers Surf Camp at
Sussex Inlet. This camp is for nippers and their families to get
together to practice skills prior to season opening.

These three
themes of Community, Skills and Spirit are the basis for the
delivery of our Nipper programme:

COMMUNITY

In 2019 we welcomed two clubs from Branch; Clovelly and
Cronulla.

Kurnell has become a centrepiece of the Nipper calendar and it
is great to see the different clubs catching up like old friends. The
purpose of the event is for the kids to have fun, make friends with
their RNP cousins and learn lifesaving skills. The event would not
be possible without the assistance of Sydney Branch (specifically
Doug Hawkins, Wanda and Eleuora) who provided over a dozen
Cadets and Coaches to assist in training.

I would like to make mention of the support provide by Branch
and the Junior Development Committee led by Doug Hawkins.
Despite our size, the JDC ensures that the Royal National Park
clubs receive training and financial support to enable us to
up-skill our Junior Members. This year, Branch has supported

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On behalf Maroubra SLSC’s Junior Development Committee,
itis my pleasure to submit our Annual Report for the
2018/2019 season.

Firstly, | would like to thank our Junior Development Committee,
Age Managers, Water Safety, BBQ Crew, Coaches, Officials,
Parent Helpers and Fellow Members who helped with everything
that it takes to run Nippers during the season as you made it
asuccess.

I would also like to thank Maroubra SLSC’s Board of Management
for its ongoing support for our junior development program,
which this year saw 34 Rookies graduate and become qualified
patrolling members for our club. Particular thanks for such a job
well done must go to their age managers over the years Mark
Bessant and Brad Parkes, and their trainers Yasmin and

Tony Grivell.

At Maroubra, we expose Nippers from U6’s to basic emergency
response strategy (DRSABCD) and CPR. We are leaders in
Sydney Branch in offering such training in conjunction with full
nationally accredited awards for Nippers. We have demonstrated
the value of familiarising children so early to lifesaving
techniques through training outcomes and retention.

This season 35 Nippers, mainly from our U12’s, attained

the Basic Emergency Care (BEC) award and 30 Nippers,
predominantly from our U11’s, attained the Resuscitation (CPR)
award, under the guidance of Megan Still (Junior Education
Coordinator) and her team of dedicated trainers and assessors.
These awards carry on a proud tradition at Maroubra where

our children are introduced to formal training at an early stage
and given the opportunity to attain nationally recognised
qualifications, which elevate them amongst their peers.

LIVES LOST this season.

As one of the larger clubs in the Branch, a club the size of

North Bondi, whilst successful in many areas, is not without its
challenges. Like all clubs, it is with the hard work and dedication
of all our members which ensures we reach our goals and can
operate successfully across all areas. In particular, | wanted to
thank all those who “put their hand up” to do more than required
for this success.

Our corerole is, of course, Lifesaving, and to that end Eloise Starr
our Head of Lifesaving and Club Vice Captain, Pippa Batchelor
along with the Patrol Captains, Vice Captains and IRB Drivers and
indeed all patrollers have once again worked to ensure our busy
end of Bondi Beach is safe.

We are in very good shape when it comes to Lifesaving, with over
600 volunteers completing close to 20,000 hours on the beach
this season. This season we expanded our patrol group numbers
to reduce the hours our members do and give more leadership
opportunities. | know the whole Club is proud of the efforts

of our patrollers. As in past seasons, we also conducted some
patrols at other clubs and also assisted other clubs with some
gear donations. Rescues dropped dramatically this season to 94
however this may be due to the fact that we performed just over
20,500 Preventative Actions, showing our patrollers are saving
lives by not only rescuing members of the community BUT more
importantly ensuring they don’t get into trouble in the first place -
the goal of all life savers. We also performed over 446 various First
Aid incidents - added to this we reunited 66 ‘found children’, with
their ‘lost parents’.

The most exciting news in Lifesaving last season was the launch of
the Waverley District RWC in conjunction with SLSS. This season
it continued to build on the great work last season. This boost

to the Waverley District lifesaving armoury is thanks to Club
member and sponsor, Trevor Bell and his company Jet Dryer. |

also wanted to particularly thank Marcel Kwantes for his tireless
efforts in looking after the operation side for the Club.

Our community events were successful. The first of our
community events, the Clearview Rough Water Swim, went well
with slightly better numbers however and, very disappointingly,
we had to be cancel the second of our swims, the North Bondi
Audi Centre Sydney Classic Ocean Swim, in conjunction with the
Life Guards due to the conditions being too rough. The Bondi
BareFoot run moved to September for the second season, saw
greater participation. All events raised funds for us to maintain
and improve our service to the community.

Over many seasons we have built a tremendously well run
and professional Education Team. This season Michael Boland

continued as the Head of Education and while the results could
not have been achieved without Michael’s dedicated team, with
more strategic changes in direction this season and a continued
focus on further and higher awards, we achieved a total of 711
awards including 488 Surf Ed awards, 98 new Bronze Medallions
and 45 SCR Awards. Our continued focus on further awards, up-
skilling and membership retention is now proving to be the right
direction for our Club.

A continuing area of priority is the youth of the Club and no finer
example is the fact numbers in this area continue to grow season
upon season. One of the greatest things about our Club is the
cross generational relationships, the mentoring and working
together of all members with the focus on our youth.

A
key goal we set for this season, to retain more surf life savers,
has been achieved. We have truly turned a corner and are on
a solid growth path. We had many more members upskilling
this season, including three members completing their Gold
Medallion. The club spirit is going from strength to strength.

I would like to thank Marilee Tamasy, Club Training Officer, who
is moving away, for her great contribution to the club over the
last few years. We are grateful for your service. We will miss your
passion for training and for our club. | would also like to thank
Daniel Zafir, who is moving away, for his outstanding service to
the club over two decades. After being the IRB Captain for many
years Dan became the Club Captain for this season. Perhaps one
of the most experienced and much-loved member of the club to
ever become captain.

We had a lot of fun painting the club house again for a Havaianas
“Let’s Summer” promotion and raised much needed funds to
assist us with the operation of the club.

We had much closer cooperation with the Waverley Council Life
Guards this year. The beach was open more than last year.

We raised a further $150,000 for the club from a NSW
government grant taking our total raised funds now to $3.45
million. The original capital campaign target of $4.65 million to
rebuild the club has now increased to around $5.5 million due
to increased construction costs. Our task is to raise a further $2
million so that we may commence construction.

In January the management committee of the club decided we
could no longer fund a full-time fundraising position. Andrew
Farley has been very effective at helping the club to develop a
new strategic direction so that we can lobby private, corporate
and government for funds for our capital campaign. He has
helped us building a community education presence and built a
national profile for these activities. These actions created a base

from which a major government commitment could be sourced.
Andrew is leaving us in a strong position as we take over the
capital campaign and manage it through club volunteers.

There are three major sources we can expect to complete our
capital campaign:

1. Government grants: A substantial State and/or
Federal grant.

2. Corporate funding of the Tech Hub. The Tech Hub is the
extension of our migrant beach safety program through
technology to increase the number of people we can
train /each year.

3. ACorporate Principal Sponsor of our Club. Essentially
naming rights for our building.

We have signed up Imagine Room to help us develop the Tech
Hub and we have had advanced discussions with a corporate
sponsor. Imagine Room has been doing substantial lobbying on
behalf of the club and is in the early stages of developing a virtual
reality water safety program.

We would greatly appreciate the support of members to
volunteer to work on the capital campaign. We expect that

it will take us a further 12 months to raise the funds to start
construction. As we no longer have a full-time fundraiser it would
be great if members who are interested in helping with all or one
of the key fundraising categories could put their hands up

to help.

Please consider taking up a role to help operate the club in the
next season.

Keep fit over the winter and | look forward to seeing you all back
on the beach next season.

He was also the NSW Senior Citizen of the Year twice, a recipient of the
Australian Sports Medal, and in 2000 was honoured by being chosen to carry
the Sydney Olympic Torch during the Relay.

It would be impossible to detail the incredible time spent by Ted in the pursuit
of excellence in all phases of his busy and achieving life. Ted Brooker has
contributed to, and in so doing, has helped to define the very meaning of “heart
and soul dedication to the community”.

The 2018-19 season was a successful one operationally and
financially. Thanks to the generous support from our major
sponsors Sydney Airport and DHL we have had the financial
capacity to resource the oversight and delivery of rescue services
and surf sports throughout the most populated coastal region

in Australia.

The accompanying Financial Statements despite being
complicated by the revaluation of property, tell a good story. The
underlying Operating result is a small deficit of $14k, thereby
maintaining a strong financial base going into the 2019-20
season. Revenue came in at $666k which was close to budget
and down $21k on the previous year. Compared to last year,
Sponsorship was $70k lower, offset by an increase in Rent of
$54k as a result of the full year leasing of our warehouses. There
was minimal movement on other line items.

Overall Expenditure was $680k, which was down on budget
across the board and up on the previous season by $101k.
During a hot summer with increased breach goers, Lifesaving
operations were enhanced with the leasing of two new motor
vehicles, increased operating hours for the five RWC'’s (Jet Skies)
and consolidation of UAV (Drones) surveillance. The successful
staging of the Junior and Senior Branch Championships in
February, involving 2,150 competitors and 260 officials was an
outstanding success. Development activities were expanded
targeting Juniors and Cadets.

Coming into the 2018-19 season with a strong financial base
and inflows that covered operations, facilitated the paying out of

the loan on the warehouse at 54 Burrows Road Alexandria. Both
properties are now debt free and provide a good income stream
for future activities. The settling of the loan with ANZ triggered
a consolidation of banking arrangements with St George. In
accordance with Accounting Standards the warehouses were
revalued, coming in at almost double their previous carrying
value at $2m each. The precinct in which the properties are
located is currently impacted by West Connect construction
work, accordingly the future use and retention of the properties
will be reviewed in 2020.

The bringing to account of the revaluation of the properties

in accordance with Accounting Standards, through the Profit
and Loss has the potential to distort the Branch'’s financial
performance for the year in thata $1.8m surplus is shown. The
revaluation is non-cash and is entered through the Profit and
Loss to get to Members Funds.

In closing | would like to congratulate my fellow Board members
on what they have accomplished in 2018-19 and thank them

for their commitment to financial stewardship and the ongoing
success of the Branch. My compliments to Sharon Porter of
2Aspire for managing the financial processing and to Linda
Perrin and Sarah Webster in the office for their personable ‘can
do’ approach. Thanks to the support of so many | look forward to
agreat 2019-20 season.

Notes to the Financial Statements
For the Year Ended 31 May 2019

Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

(a) Basis of preparation

The financial statements are for Surf Life Saving Sydney Inc. ("the Association") as a not-for-profit individual entity
domiciled in Australia.

Surf Life Saving Sydney Inc. is not a reporting entity because the Board of Directors is of the opinion that there are
unlikely to exist users who are able to command the preparation of financial reports tailored to satisfy all of their
information needs. Therefore this report is a Special Purpose Financial Report that has been prepared solely to satisfy
the financial reporting requirements of the Board, the requirements of the Charitable Fundraising Act 1991 and
Australian Charities and Not-for-profit Commission Act 2012.

The special purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the significant accounting policies
described below and do not comply with any Australian Accounting Standards unless otherwise stated.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs modified, where
applicable, by the measurement at fair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial liabilities.

Significant account policies adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are presented below and are
consistent with prior reporting periods unless otherwise stated.

(b) Income Tax

No provision for income tax has been raised as the Association is exempt from income tax under Div 50 of the Income
Tax Assessment Act 1997. The income tax exemption has been claimed based on self assessment by the Association.

(c) Revenue and other income

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable after taking into account any trade
discounts and volume rebates allowed. For this purpose, deferred consideration is not discounted to present values
when recognising revenue.

Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest method, which for floating rate financial assets is the rate
inherent in the instrument. Dividend revenue is recognised when the right to receive a dividend has been established.

Grant and donation income is recognised when the entity obtains control over the funds, which is generally at the time
of receipt. Member subscription income is also recognised recognised when the entity obtains control over the funds,
which is also generally at the time of receipt. If conditions are attached to the grant that must be satisfied before the
association is eligible to receive the contribution, recognition of the grant as revenue will be deferred until those
conditions are satisfied.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax.

(d) Property, plant and equipment
Property Plant and Equipment are carried at historical cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation.

The depreciable amount of all property, plant and equipment is depreciated over the useful lives of the assets to the
entities commencing from the time the asset is held and ready for use.

(k) Intangible assets

Intangible assets are recognised at cost of acquisition. Intangible assets have a finite life and are carried at cost less
any accumulated amortisation and any impairment losses. Intangible assets are amortised over their useful life of 3
years.

h Employee benefits

Provision is made for the Association's liability for employee benefits arising from services rendered by employees to
the end of the reporting period. Employee benefits that are expected to be wholly settled within one year have been
measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled.

Employee benefits expected to be settled more than twelve months after the end of the reporting period have been
measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made for those benefits. In determining the
liability, consideration is given to employee wage increases and the probability that the employee may satisfy vesting
requirements. Cashflows are discounted using market yields on national government bonds with terms to maturity that
match the expected timing of cashflows. Changes in the measurement of the liability are recognised in profit or loss.

Employee benefits are presented as current liabilities in the statement of financial position if the Association does not
have an unconditional right to defer settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the reporting date regardless of
the classification of the liability for measurement purposes under AASB 119. Contributions are made by the Association
to an employee superannuation fund and are charged as expenses when incurred.

(m) Adoption of new and revised accounting standards

The AASB has issued new and amended Accounting Standards and Interpretations that have mandatory application
dates for future reporting periods. The directors have decided not to early adopt these Standards. The following
summarises those future requirements, and their impact on the Club where the standard is relevant:

AASB 15: Revenue from Contracts with Customers; and AASB 1058: Income for Not-for-profit (NFP) entities are both
applicable to the annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2019 (for NFP entities).

AASB 15 introduces a five step process for revenue recognition with the core principle of the new standard being for
entities to recognise revenue to depict the transfer of goods or services to customers in amounts that reflect the
consideration to which the entity expects to be entitled in exchange for those goods or services.

When effective, this Standard will replace the current accounting requirements applicable to revenue with a single,
principles-based model. The new standard will apply to all contracts with customers as well as nonmonetary exchanges
between entities in the same line of business to facilitate sales to customers and potential customers.

AASB 1058 supersedes all the income recognition requirements relating to private sector NFP entities, and the majority
of income recognition requirements relating to public sector NFP entities, previously in AASB 1004 Contribution. The
timing of income recognition depends on whether such a transaction gives rise to a liability or other performance
obligation (a promise to transfer a good or service), or a contribution by owners, related to an asset (such as cash or
another asset) received by an entity.

(m) Adoption of new and revised accounting standards

The directors anticipate that the adoption of AASB 15 and AASB 1058 will not have a material impact on the financial
statements.

AASB 16: Leases; applicable to the annual reporting periods beginning on or after 1 January 2019.

When effective, this standard will replace the current accounting requirements applicable to leases in AASB 117. AASB
16 introduces a single lessee accounting model that eliminates the requirements for leases to be classified as operating
or finance leases.

The main changes introduced by the Standard will for all leases to be recognised on the balance sheet at inception of
the lease with the exception of short-term leases (less than 12 months) and leases of low-value assets. The lessee
must recognise a right-of-use asset and a corresponding lease liability in the amount of the present value pf the lease
payments. Subsequent to this initial measurement, the right-of-use asset is depreciated over the lease term, whilst
lease payments are separated into a principal and interest portion to wind up the lease liability over the lease term.

The directors anticipate that the adoption of AASB 16 will not have a material impact on the financial statements.

In the current year, the Association has applied AASB9 Financial Instruments (as amended) and the related
consequential amendments to other Accounting Standards that are effective for an annual period that begins on or after
1 January 2018. The transition provisions of AASB9 allow an entity not to restate comparatives. The Association has
elected not to restate comparatives in respect of the classification and measurement of financial instruments as there is
no impact on the current or comparative period. Additionally, the Association adopted consequential amendments to
AASB 7 Financial instruments: Disclosure that were applied to the disclosures about 2018 and to the comparative
period. AASB 9 introduced new requires for:

. The classification and measurement of financial assets and financial liabilities;
. Impairment of financial assets; and
. General hedge accounting.

The Directors of the Association reviewed and assessed the Association's existing financial assets as at 1 May 2018,
based on the factors and circumstances that existed at that date and concluded that the initial application of AASB 9
has had no impact on the Association's financial instruments as regards to their classification and measurement during
the current financial year.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements

The directors make estimates and judgements during the preparation of these financial statements regarding
assumptions about current and future events affecting transactions and balances.

These estimates and judgements are based on the best information available at the time of preparing the financial
statements, however as additional information is known then the actual results may differ from the estimates.

The significant estimates and judgements made have been described below.
Key estimates - fair value of investment property

On 10 April 2019 investment property held by the Association was independently valued by Mangioni Property
Valuations & Consultancy Pty Ltd resulting in a fair value increment of $1.87 million.
