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INTRODUCTION

PRESIDENT’S 
REPORT

Stability returns with a season of minimal disruption and 
fine weather. Good operational conditions and new ways 
of working did, however, create a busy season for our 
frontline lifesavers and officers. I am proud to present my 
final annual report as president and record part of the 
history of this amazing part of the organisation we call 
Surf Life Saving Sydney (SLS Sydney). Hectic lifesaving 
activity and extended operations, new carnival formats, 
growth in junior and education activity and a wide range 
of events and activity for our members both young and 
old all formed part of this season’s core operations. 

SLS Sydney has many strategic and operational activities 
that fall under its scope. At our core is supporting 
our 15 SLS Clubs within our boundaries. This report 
records the opportunities grasped, the challenges 
faced and the journey along the way. It also includes 
an impressive array of statistics and numbers that 
highlight the activity undertaken. Beneath the number 
are the human stories of effort and sacrifice. Of long 
hours of commitment by a fantastic group of volunteers 
and branch office staff. The pictures within this report 
will show many of the faces that exemplify the core 
purpose of the organisation in saving lives, creating 
great Australian and building strong communities. 

The team also updated its operational plan to include 
key priorities in each portfolio. Good progress has 
been made on the operational and the longer-term 
programs to add value to SLS Sydney and shift culture. 
Felicity Muir was appointed as the Strategic Advisor 
and added a wealth of value with her corporate and 
strategy expertise but also with her advice to officers 
undertaking projects. Several outputs included the 
online operations manual development, board planning 

calendar with additional activity/action content, provision 
of administration support in the office and a new weekly 
snapshot sent to stakeholders. A new newsletter and 
website are well underway for release in the new season. 

The prevention of drowning and injury along the 
Sydney coastline still consumes much of our activity 
and we’ve continued our advocacy with the NSW 
Government. Good progress has been made in having 
surf lifesaving recognised in the Royal National Park’s 
Plan of Management and the inclusion of coastal and 
beach safety in the National Parks and Wildlife Servies 
(NPWS) Visitor Safety Policy. Former Environment 
Minister Griffins and the incoming Environment Minister 
Sharpe also visited our National Parks clubs with Branch 
officers to discuss our ongoing concerns around safety, 
communication and the commitment by NPWS. The 
meetings assisted in making progress and our first 
NPWS / SLSS joint meeting was held during the season 
to plan for greater prioritisation of coastal and beach 
safety in the Royal National Park and the Kamay Botany 
Bay National Park. In other lifesaving endeavors our 
Support Operations team had a record number of hours 
of on water with the Rescue Water Craft (RWC) hours 
exceeding 3,184 hours. Some amazing mass rescues and 
support of club patrols will be detailed within this report. 
Despite the enormous efforts and extended operations 
10 people drowned in Sydney waters this summer. A total 
of 52 coastal drownings occurred across the state in an 
unacceptably high record. While the ‘Swim between the 
flags’ message has a high recall rate across the broader 
population, continual research on the effectiveness of 
rip safety messaging and the impact is still required. 

The proliferation of online meeting spaces over the 
past four years has made shorter, sharper meetings 
and education programs more accessible. Our start 
of season meeting series was a mix of online and face 
to face programs this year. Larger gatherings of all 
key officers have assisted to build alignment with the 
Branch’s planning and directional objectives while 
short online educational programs around governance, 
safety culture, member protection have assisted 
club officers with easy access to topical issues. 

Over the last four years a key priority for the Board has 
been greater organisational diversity – the first research 
focused, university supported, membership survey 
was undertaken during the year by SLSNSW and the 
results provided some encouraging developments but 
also highlight areas that we should feel uncomfortable 
about. The organisation is still underrepresented in 
women in leadership roles and within sections of our 
support operations. While it seems like a conversation 
we shouldn’t need to be having in this era, proactive 
strategies to shift the culture of the organisation to one 

Getting stuff right requires significate planning 
and focus and this year the team leveraged 
off a productive winter period and a planning 
with the involvement of Central Coast and 
Hunter Branches with five key priority areas 
of focus identified for this season. 

1.	 Communicate with our stakeholders better

2.	 Develop a Branch wide Culture of Safety 

3.	 Shift our leadership to a more strategic focus 

4.	 Drive our activity and club support 
through professional support 

5.	 Capture our corporate knowledge to 
provide clarity to future officers
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where everyone feels, and is, welcome have been an 
important part of our effort. It is pleasing to report that 
the SLS Sydney Board now has a balanced gender make 
up and that a break in the male dominated executive 
group has been achieved through good cultural 
practices and an enthusiastic management team. We 
also welcomed several new members to the support 
operations team to create a greater balance within the 
group. Programs such as Silver Salties, Woman in SLS 
Leadership Mentors, Rainbow Beaches celebrations 
across clubs and dippers and sport inclusion programs 
have been woven into the fabric of the organisation as 
we align the rhetoric of our strategic planning to the 
behaviour within the organisation. I’m continually amazed 
and proud of the work of many of our officers and of 
many parts of the organisation but am also mindful 
that we still have some heavy lifting to undertake. 

Sport is part of our cultural fabric and the role of 
Surf Sports in SLS is an important role in member 
satisfaction, engagement and skill acquisition. This 
year saw our biggest Branch Championship series ever 
with events spread over three venues and over a five-
day period. A major carnival returning to the shores of 
Bondi Beach was a proud moment for all the team and 
competitors alike. North Bondi SLSC hosted the Junior 
Championships in late January, and it proved to be 
a fantastic spectacle of colour and activity. Maroubra 
SLSC hosted our Open Championships with unusually 
favorable conditions bringing smiles to the faces of 
many. The Masters, lifesaving and R&R events were then 
hosted at Coogee Beach. I take the opportunity to thank 
our host clubs and organising teams while recognising 
our athletes and officials for the effort they put in across 
our sporting calendar. I also congratulate Sydney’s clubs 
for their amazing results at the NSW and Australian 
Championships that are detailed within this report.

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SLS Sydney has seen a good continual growth in junior 
numbers over the past several years and is above the 
SLSNSW benchmark compared to other branches. 
Extended junior clinics were conducted this year and a 
new youth ski clinic was undertaken. Thanks to George 
Benhayon for his efforts in supporting the leadership 
team while also winning the Branch Member of the 
Year for his drive and determination to growing and 
developing our juniors and youth. Recognition is part 
of our desire to celebrate the efforts of our existing 
members for their outstanding achievements, brave 
feats and quite accomplishments. We also hope to 
inspire future members by shining a light on those that 
have given, achieved and enjoyed their contribution. 
This year we held our Awards of Excellence at Randwick 
Racecourse in the Winx Room which included a Junior 
Awards ceremony followed by a gala dinner and awards 
ceremony. While the pages of this report will highlight 
the contribution of our members it is worthwhile noting 
the elevation of Kerryn Briody to SLS Sydney Life 
Membership. Kerryn has been a major contributor to 
education, surf sports and organisational development 
over many decades and we congratulate her on this 
prestigious recognition. Congratulations to nine Surf 
Life Saving Sydney members who have been recognised 
in the Australian Honours list for their contribution to 
Surf Life Saving. Two members received a Medal in the 
General Division (OAM). Our Patron, Geoffrey Forshaw 
OAM and Barry Ezzy OAM. Both are life members of 
Cronulla SLSC. Graham Ford AM AO, Bronte SLSC; 
Graham Bruce AM, Cronulla SLSC; Anne Caterson OAM, 
Wanda SLSC. Four members were recognised with the 
Emergency Services Medal. Bradley Taylor ESM, Garie 
SLSC/SR30; Gary Daly ESM, Coogee/Burning Palms; 
Gerald Stephenson, Nth Bondi/Duty Officer; Tresne 
Chesher, Clovelly SLSC/SR30. A heart felt congratulations! 

At the core of SLS Sydney is our award assessors, carnival 
officials, duty officers, rescue watercraft operators, club 
presidents, branch officers and advisors, staff and the 
management team. The SLS Sydney Management team

Our five key portfolio directors Scott Muir, Craig Howie, 
Doug Hawkins, David Love and Carlo Valenti are the 
engine room of the Branch – they deal with the ongoing 
and day to day operational issues of the SLS Sydney.

I have enjoyed the progress, the friendships and the 
positive change witnessed in the past four years as 
President of SLS Sydney and for enjoyment of nearly two 
of the past three decades on the Branch Management 
team.

I 
look forward to my term ahead as President of SLSNSW 
and the new and exciting challenges the role brings.

•	 We enhanced our practices by focusing more on 
better leadership practices. These included enhancing 
our Business Calendar, Board Agenda, Branch Council 
involvement, Action Plans, Dashboard, Gender Equity 
and greater understanding of community needs.

•	 To protect our volunteers from burnout and 
support projects we have increased professional 
support. We are actively working on reducing the 
branch reliance on financial support from clubs.

David is still patrolling on the beach and is an active RWC 
operator. He has 100% patrol attendance since 2004 to 
present for 20 consecutive years. David has been awarded 
his 10- and 15- year National Patrol Service awards.

David has held various Elouera Board of 
Management positions in including President, 
Director Administration, Director Education and 
is a current active Trainer and Assessor.

In all these positions, David has demonstrated positive 
and supportive attributes, behaviours, and actions 
are crucial for individuals and club.

David has been and still is involvement in all aspects 
of the Elouera SLSC, through the engagement of the 
Junior Development section through to the Senior club. 
The overseeing of the most recent club development 
with the building committee and securing a 20 year 
lease with the Sutherland Shire Council for Elouera and 
the sub lease for the clubs tenants securing ongoing 
funding supporting all aspects of the clubs lifesaving 
goals. David work ethic is beyond comparison.

Nicole is a highly valued member of South Maroubra 
and over time has held various leadership roles. 
Nicole is currently the Director Lifesaving Services, 
a Patrol Captain, lead Bronze and ARTC trainer. She 
is acting CTO and IRB Coordinator this season, and 
has handled some challenging times with grace and 
professionalism. Outside of her club positions Nicole 
also holds roles with SLSS on the education team as 
Area Coordinator for Randwick and with SLSNSW as 
the Development Lead within the ALBERT program.

Nicole leads a Youth leadership team within her Lifesaving 
Committee taking time to mentor them as young leaders, 
lending advice on how to navigate the sometimes tricky 
world of lifesaving bureaucracy. Some examples of these 
young leaders are Isabella & Angelina Garay, Sarah & 
Noah Teitler, Kai Jones, with many more future leaders 
within the lifesaving movement to come through our club.

Nicole also volunteered for the NSW Bush Fires on  
the South Coast in 2020, and NSW flood deployment  
in 2021 and 2022.

In education and lifesaving South Maroubra has 
grown as a club under Nicole’s leadership. She has 
mentored 10 new trainers in the education section, 
many who are now lead trainers in their sections, she 
has continued to see growth in award attainment 
each season as DOL. Over the last five years Nicole 
has dedicated a lot of her time to training SRC kids, 
steadily growing the squads by developing relationships 
with Nipper parents as well as the kids. Further to this 
innovation and streamlining training we have seen 
a smoother pathway for members gaining awards, 
and flow through to obtaining higher awards.

In growing and retaining the lifesaving membership 
we have doubled our active lifesaving membership 
which has seen the addition of new teams and 
lowered the number of patrols per season required 
by members. By growing the education team it 
means less stress and burn out of our trainers by 
distributing the load of training each season.

Nicole is the first female Club Captain at South 
Maroubra. During her tenure we have seen impressive 
growth in our patrolling capacity. The club’s retention, 
particularly in youth membership (175% in cadets, 
242% in Active 15- 18 since 2016/17), is the highest 
it has been for years. Overall we have seen a 105% 
growth in our active patrolling members since 2016 
(Active 18+, Active 15- 18 and Cadets). We are putting 
through more awards now than we have before in 
earlier years. This has been a lot of dedicated work 
by the lifesaving team under Nicole’s leadership.

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With pandemic restrictions lifted and a waning La 
Nina, Surf Life Saving Sydney (SLSS) lifesavers looked 
forward to a return to a season of normality. Which for 
the most part season 2022-23 was. However, we did 
see increased patronage on our beaches, particularly 
in non-patrolled areas from Little Bay to Yarra Bay.

Our core business is saving lives and to that end,  
I would like to highlight several key focus areas:

LIFESAVING:

•	 After many hazardous Inflatable Rescue Boat (IRB) 
incidents in season 2021-22, we established the 
IRB Safety Review. This was a holistic examination 
looking at training, education, personnel skill levels 
and culture. This resulted in 17 recommendations 
across both Lifesaving and Education. This 
season saw fewer serious incidents.

•	 Last year’s floods wiped out Garie Rd, making 
it unpassable for any vehicle. Faced with the 
prospect of the Garie SLSC being unable to 
patrol, Branch and the club worked closely to 
find a viable alternative. Together we were able 
to install a Garie Patrol at Wattamolla beach most 
weekends. Whilst obviously not as ideal as their 
home beach, it at least gave Garie SLSC members 
the chance to maintain their lifesaving skills.

•	 This year we introduced a new role to the 
Lifesaving and Support Committee – Diversity 
Officer – Lifesaving. Oliva Gardiner from 
Coogee filled this position and surpassed our 
expectations of where this role could go. She 
introduced and expanded on initiatives such as

	— Sisters in the Surf
	— Welcome to Country for Nippers
	— Rainbow Beaches
	— Was a member of the IRB Safety Review Panel 

interacting with female drivers and crew.

•	 IRB Gear Inspection Review. Many of our IRB Captains 
have previously expressed frustration that there is a 
lack of published information regarding acceptable 
tolerances of inspections points on a motor during 
Gear Inspection. After the most recent Gear 
Inspection, we instigated a review and formed a Gear 
Inspection panel to examine and propose acceptable 
tolerances, able to be simply measured. Thank 
you to Branch IRB stalwart Peter Burst, Dave Paget 
(Coogee), Rob Illidge (Coogee), Jason King (Bronte) 
and Michael Bonnici – SLSS Manager-Lifesaving.

SUPPORT OPERATIONS:

•	 Several seasons of COVID-19 restrictions saw 
our numbers of Rescue Water Craft (RWC) 
operators significantly reduced. Last winter we 
held an unprecedented two Operator courses 
to swell our number of RWC drivers back 
up to over seventy. Our RWC team realised 
some phenomenal figures this year:

	— 26, 237km travelled at sea.
	— 3,185 hours on Patrol
	— 405 rescues

•	 We increased the numbers of our Duty Officers to 
27 - the most SLSS has ever had. We introduced a 
12-month roster with DOs on call 24/7/365. Our 
Duty Officers served in multiple theatres including:

	— Coastal Emergency Management
	— Flood Emergencies
	— Marine Area Command 
	— SOC
	— 3,158 hours on Patrol

•	 We rolled out our Surf Rescue eBike Initiative on 
Australia day. Fitted with 250 Watt motors and sporting 
20x4” wheels, these bikes allow our Duty Officers, 
equipped with TacMed Trauma kits to rapidly deploy 
to an emergency incident through heavy road traffic. 

•	 We continue to explore every option 
to maintain the SR30 boat service as an 
important part of Surf Lifesaving. 

	— The boat contributed 3,039 hours of patrolling.
	— Performed 34 rescues.

•	 Our UAV section also increased operator numbers to 
26. They continue to support both clubs and lifesaving 
services in surveillance for marine life and in rescues.

•	 SLSS Support Operations ran a Sutherland Shire 
Search and Rescue Exercise (SAREX) prior to the 
commencement of the season. Staged as a multi-
incident event over a large area (Boat Harbour 
in the north to Salmon Haul in the south), it 
involved Duty Officers, RWC Operators, LS21 and 
Sutherland Shire Lifeguards. The REMO,(Regional 
Emergency Management Officer) Mark Beard 
was a keen observer and was most impressed 
with the professionalism of the event.

•	 We presented a Briefing paper to the SLSNSW 
Board of Directors on creating a Support 
Operations Hub based at Malabar.

OPERATIONS REPORT
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As anyone involved in club administration will attest, 
it takes the contribution of many to be successful. 
It is no different at Branch in each one of our 
departments. Lifesaving and Support Operations 
is very lucky to have many such people. 

In his second year as Manager – Lifesaving, Michael 
Bonnici has worked tirelessly with clubs to help 
them deliver a first-class Lifesaving Service. Through 
his efforts and commitment, we have now seen 
the role realising its full potential. He is a fantastic 
right-hand man, and we maintain a close working 
relationship regarding all thing Lifesaving. Michael 
took lead in both the IRB Safety Review and IRB 
Gear Inspection Panel and provides tremendous 
leadership to his team of Lifesaving Coordinators.

Unfortunately, we lost the services of our Lifesaving 
Coordinator – Waverley early in the season. Displaying her 
adaptability, our Diversity Officer, Oliva Gardiner stepped 
into the void and performed admirably. Ben Heenan 
continued in his second year as Lifesaving Coordinator 
– Randwick. He displayed a high level of leadership in 
attending and assisting clubs with issues on their beaches. 
While the redoubtable Rob Short (Cronulla Sutherland 
District) and Mark Wood (Royal National Park District) 
both returned this year. With a wealth of experience and 
knowledge, these two gents are incredibly valuable to 
our team. We are all better because of their advice. 

Rob and Olivia also represent the Lifesaving & 
Support Operations Committee on the SLSS 
Safety First Initiative working group.

Last year we added a role to the Support Operation side 
of the committee this season – Duty Officer Coordinator. 
Michael Byrne (Elouera) volunteered for this challenging 
role and has performed tremendously in managing 
all personnel and equipment associated with the Duty 

Officer Cohort. He provided significant support to me 
and Jackson Towns, Manager – Support Operations.

Released from the administration of the Duty Office 
Cohort, Jackson has been able to perform his role with 
some flair and continues to expand the Emergency 
Management service of the Support Operations Team.

There is a reason Surf Lifesaving Sydney has the 
most cutting edge RWC service in the country. 
That reason is Andrew McKeller. Through Andrew, 
our RWC operators drive the safest, most capable 
craft. GPS fitted and with dual battery systems, 
our operators can be safe in the knowledge that 
someone onshore always know their location, and 
there is minimal risk of their craft breaking down.

Andrew and his team led the way and the 
rest of NSW followed. All SLSNSW RWC now 
sport the GPS and dual battery systems.

I rely heavily on Andrew and Rob Short for 
their Branch knowledge and experience. 
They are invaluable contributors to our 
Lifesaving and Support Operations team.

Nicole (Nixy) Krite, our Offshore Rescue Boat (ORB) 
coordinator has provided feedback in what has been an 
extraordinarily difficult time for the boat service. I would 
like to commend the entire SR30 group for the long hours 
and dedicated service they put in to uphold their motto of 
“Safer Beaches, Safer Coastlines, Safer Lives”. In particular 
Brad Taylor and Doug Lucas have racked up cricket scores 
with the number of hours they have dedicated to SR30 
this year. Without their efforts, the boat service may well 
have folded. Thank you and we are very proud of you all. 

Our Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) Team was very well 
led by James McLennan this year. The UAV has quickly 
been recognised as a vital part of Search and Rescue 
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operations. Extensively used throughout the recent 
NSW Flood Crisis, the SLSS UAV Team was part of the 
larger SLNSW UAV Cohort that has become the peak 
body for UAV operations in NSW. Furthermore, our UAV 
team continues to work hard supporting clubs, Duty 
Officers, and Lifeguard services. We are very lucky to 
have James as our UAV Coordinator. With his impressive 
knowledge of Search and Rescue (SAR) equipment, he 
keeps us at the forefront of UAV technology. Next year 
we will look to add night search capability to our fleet. 
Well done and thank you to James and the team. 

Kane Hughes, our Emergency Management Coordinator, 
continues to evolve this emerging role. As SLSNSW 
steps further into the Emergency Management space, 
it is imperative that SLSS can maintain relevance at the 
head of the pack. Kane and the role he fills facilitates 
this. Kane has also been proactive in preparing briefs 
to enhance SLSS EM capabilities, such as the Vehicular 
Operations Briefing paper that has been presented 
to the SLSNSW Board. Thank you for your service and 
advice this year Kane. Your support has been invaluable. 

One of the biggest thanks must go to our Lifesaving and 
Education Administration Officer, Linda Perrin, without 
whom, my position would be untenable. Linda has been 
my biggest ally, has provided a mountain of support 
and safe advice and kept things light-hearted when the 
situation was grim. On a broader scale, it is safe to say 
the Lifesaving and Support Operations Committee could 
not operate at one tenth the level without Linda. I cannot 
communicate enough my thanks to Linda this year. 

Settling into my second year as Director – Lifesaving 
& Support Operations has not been without its 
challenges and at times I find myself questioning my 
ability to provide an adequate service. However, the 
support and advice from my colleagues (many of whom 
have become close friends) has been outstanding 

and allowed me to grow into this role. I excited at 
what future holds for SLSS and being a part of it. 

Surf Life Saving Sydney has so many wonderful 
volunteers. Members who put in so many hours of 
thankless work. Members who inspire others to be 
better. Lives saved because members of SLSS care. I am 
continually amazed by the accounts of bravery shown by 
our members. To our almost 4,500 patrolling members 
who performed 1,349 rescues, 2,186 First Aids, an 
amazing 62,335 preventative action in ensuring the safety 
of 1,801,351 beach patron, I cannot thank you enough.

This 
season has been yet another action-packed season 
with new technology introduced, natural disaster 
relief continuing and countless of additional patrol 
hours packed into an already busy season. 

The season kicked-off with the ‘Search and Rescue 
Exercise’ (SAREX) regime that was successfully implement 
in Randwick LGA two seasons ago, finally arriving 
at the doorstep of our Bate Bay clubs. All the local 
Sutherland Club Callout Teams, Support Operations 
resources and Sutherland Shire Lifeguards attended 
to a multi-patient search and rescue operation on a 
spectacular weather day! The NSW Police Force Regional 
Emergency Management Officer (REMO) attended and 
witnessed the amazing capabilities of our volunteer 
drone (UAV) program and the well-implemented 
search patterns of our members on the water. They 
were extremely complimentary of our capabilities and 
professionalism and gained a greater appreciation for 
the work we do as lifesavers. Well done to all involved!

The Support Operations Group, Elouera, North Cronulla 
and Cronulla, alongside the Sutherland Shire Lifeguards 
were the recipient of the SLSNSW Rescue of the Month 
Award in February 2023 and the SLS Sydney Rescue 
of the Year at the recent awards of excellence. On 
Saturday, 5 February 2023 a large group (some say 50 
or so!) were washed off a bank at North Cronulla. Nixy 
Krite on the Support Ski was first on scene, rescuing an 
unconscious male floating in the water and providing 
her sled to a large number of swimmers to cling to 
whilst she attended to the unconscious male. Elouera, 
North Cronulla, Cronulla and Lifeguards then swung 
into action to assist, conveying the unconscious male 
to the beach and performing CPR whilst the other 
lifesavers continued to rescue people from the water. 
With the unity and collaboration between all teams, 
a positive result was achieved with a large number 
of patient rescued and the male later regaining 
consciousness. A huge team effort – well done!

SUPPORT OPERATIONS REPORT 
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RESCUE WATER CRAFTS

The Rescue Water Crafts (RWC) have once again had a 
mammoth season, reflected in the thousands of patrols 
hours and myriad rescues and preventative actions 
performed by the operators. It’s no surprise that this 
group was announced the Services Team of the Year at 
the recent Surf Life Saving Sydney Awards of Excellence. 
The team patrolled non-stop (above and beyond their 
LSA!) between Christmas and New Years, as they have for 
a few seasons now, performing hundreds of preventative 
and rescue measures throughout. Undeniably a busy time 
of season for our volunteers and their own families and 
friends, the selflessness and service of these members 
during this period undoubtedly saved the lives of 
members of our community during the festive season. 
The branch and community cannot thank you enough!

The RWC Women’s Development Clinic was held 
again this season. Nixy Krite and her team of helpers 
again worked tirelessly to plan the clinic, including 
sourcing sponsorship and attracting media interest 
from BRP, SLSNSW and SLSA in the initiative. The 
women participated in a busy day, working alongside 
Surf Rescue 30 and the Westpac Lifesaver Rescue 
Helicopter honing their skills in rock-related access

and rescues, team collaboration and general RWC 
skills and experience. Participants even included 
ladies from other branches, further increasing their 
networks, skillsets and experiences. Go Girls! 

A large number of operators also undertook advanced 
training sessions on Fridays between September and 
December last year. This was open to all operators and 
provided the opportunity for continual development, 
above and beyond that learnt in the initial training 
course. This was a new initiative this season and 
had strong, positive feedback from many. 

Finally, the annual training course will be run during 
the off-season, commencing July. The typically ten-
week course will bolster the RWC group’s staffing 
and provide much needed relief and support to 
the current roster. Thank you to all the trainers, 
facilitators and most importantly, the candidates 
who have put their hand up to join the team! 

In a huge increase from last season, SLS Sydney Rescue 
Water Craft undertook 2,265 patrol hours on the water, 
405 total rescues, consumed a mammoth 15,082 litres 
of fuel and travelled 26,237km in season 22-23!

A large 
portion of the team also obtained nationally recognised 
training awards, such as Coxswains qualifications, to 
bolster the expertise on board and prove their devoted 
commitment to remaining on the water and saving 
lives in their community. A huge number of volunteer 
hours went into gaining those certificates, in addition 
to their patrol hours, so thank you and well done!

The team welcomes a brand new vessel for the 
start of the upcoming season and I know a lot of 
hard work including interstate visits, were made 
to ensure this boat was the best it could possibly 
be for the members and the community. I look 
forward to seeing the new boat out and about!

UAV’S

The Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) team is 
continuing to grow and expand and is probably the 
fastest moving area in Surf Life Saving today! 

Full-time patrols were conducted during the 
school holidays at locations such as Tamarama, 
Maroubra, Malabar, Little Bay, Wanda and 
Wattamolla. Some of our membership took up 
the casual employment, whilst continuing to 
volunteer in a training and operational capacity. 

New drones that can fly in stronger winds, wet weather 
and boasts infrared and live streaming capabilities 
have been rolled out with volunteer members likely 
to receive upskilling opportunities to utilise the UAV 
for future taskings and operations, including our 
night operations capabilities. SLS Sydney is very 
appreciative of the capacity provided by the Australian 
UAV Service, which will see an added capacity 
in any future Search and Rescue operations. 

DUTY OFFICERS

The Duty Officer team welcomed five new members to 
the ranks and benefited from additional funding seeing 
an increase in equipment and technology available to 
the operational leadership team. The 20+ strong team, 
on call 24/7, 365 days a year, were regularly called out 
to respond to critical incidents alongside our partner 
emergency services. The addition of the new members 
helped to deepen the experience and skillset within 
the team, providing our lifesaving services and clubs 
with an exceptional level of guidance and support. An 
additional vehicle was provided by SLSNSW, increasing 

our marked high-visibility fleet to five vehicles. This vehicle 
was rolled out with additional tablets for monitoring 
of our GPS devices and crucial application access 
during emergency situations, as well as high power 
torches to complement our night-time responses. 

Whilst having a strong presence on the beach, the 
duty officer team also undertook deployments to 
flood ravaged areas of the state to assist with the 
coordination of SLS members across the state alongside 
SES and other emergency services to combat the 
Flood disaster. Attendance at Local and Regional 
Emergency Management meetings, Liaison Officer 
positions alongside the Water Police and SES, as well 
as attendance at local rock fishing seminars to convey 
safety messages to the community were some of the 
many extra roles duty officers performed this season. 

Finally, I would like to recognise several departing 
members from last season including Brittaney 
Banks and George Shales who for a number of 
years, performed exceptionally well and were an 
asset to the team. Thank you for your service!

In closing, the season has once again been a huge 
challenge for the Support Operations Group, however 
the members performed exceptionally well and saved 
the lives of many throughout! The dedication and 
professionalism shown by this bunch of lifesavers is 
incredible, and I am so immensely proud of the team! 
The success of the group wouldn’t be possible without 
the wonderful coordinators at the helm and a huge 
thanks to James McLennan (UAV), Doug Lucas and Nixy 
Krite (Surf Rescue 30), Michael Byrne (Duty Officers) 
and Andrew McKellar (RWC). Yet again, several of our 
members were recognised with some of the highest 
honours at our recent Awards of Excellence and I 
wish to personally acknowledge these members and 
their significant contribution to not only the Support 
Operations Service, but their clubs and their communities:

AUG OCT DEC
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SLSS BRANCH RESCUE OF THE YEAR –  
ELOUERA SLSC/NORTH CRONULLA SLSC RESCUE CONDUCTED 5 FEBRUARY 2023

At around 3PM on Sunday 5 February, a large group of 
people were swept off a bank at North Cronulla on the 
edge of the northernmost patrol flag, initiating a mass 
rescue operation which involved volunteer lifesavers 
and lifeguards from across the Bate Bay region. 

The multi-club operation with high member 
involvement began as Sydney Branch jetski operator, 
Nixy Krite of Bondi SBLSC observed the situation 
unfolding from her Rescue Water Craft (RWC) 
and raced to the scene after radioing the incident 
in to the SLSNSW State Operations Centre. 

Noticing first the most critical patient in need of assistance 
– an unconscious male floating face down in the water – 
she made her way to him. The RWC already had several 
people on the sled and as such, the unconscious male 
was transferred on the water to the Elouera Inflatable 
Rescue Boat (IRB) which had made its way to the scene. 

He was taken to shore with CPR commenced in the IRB 
by Kirron Duncan and Brett Pritchard, and continued 
on land with the assistance of Sutherland Shire 
lifeguards. The man would later regain consciousness. 

After the transfer of the critical patient, Nixy then ferried 
20 more swimmers in to shore while eight others 
were assisted from the water by lifeguards. Patrol 
members from Elouera SLSC and North Cronulla SLSC 
assisted in coordinating the critical care of patients. 

Whilst Nixy was transferring the unconscious patient to 
the Elouera IRB, several members, including Reagan 
Boggiss, Jane Lanham, and Milly Newton, assisted 
distressed swimmers to stay afloat in the water until 
they could be ferried ashore by RWC, while North 
Cronulla SLSC and Elouera SLSC members worked 
with Sutherland Council lifeguards in coordinating 
the critical care of patients on the beach. 

The incident serves as a strong example of collaboration 
between volunteer lifesavers and lifeguards.

This season has seen increased numbers across all key lifesaving awards, with some increasing by 
over 100% from last season. The award numbers for the main awards for the season are:

SLSNSW Awards of Excellence. On behalf of the 
Education Committee, I wish them the very best of luck.

I am also delighted to note that several Education related 
programs won awards in the Community Categories 
at the Branch Awards of Excellence. The Wanda 
Swim Brother Program won Community Education 
Program of the Year and the Bronzie HQ Project 
from Bondi won the Safe365 Innovation of the Year 
award. The quality of nominations in these categories 
was extremely high, with a number of programs 
providing surf education to members from the wider 
community including the Ukranian refugee community 
and international students from UNSW students.

This season saw the rollout of the new Silver Medallion 
Patrol Captain award. This award replaced the Silver 
Medallion Beach Management award and was 
redesigned to meet the requirements of a Patrol Captain 
rather than a general beach manager.

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It is my distinct pleasure to present our Junior 
Development annual report for the 2022-23 season.

We were presented with yet another challenge at 
the beginning of the season, that of beach erosion 
in Bate Bay. Upon receiving requests for advice in 
how to safely shift clubs’ entire Nippers activities to 
alternative locations, we promptly consulted all the 
available, relevant documents from SLSA, SLSNSW, 
and other Branches, and put together Circular 20 - 
Guidelines for Remote Re-location of Junior Aquatic 
Activities by the end of September 2022, in time for 
the start of the Nippers season proper, in October. 
This provided clear guidance to clubs when their 
beaches are unsuitable for Junior Aquatic Activities and 
allowed the clubs to begin their season without delay. 
And as is often the case, these guidelines have been 
fully adopted by SLSNSW for the 2023-24 season.

This season’s Junior Surf Sports Clinic was a resounding 
success, held at Maroubra again at the beginning of the 
season in October; instead of at the end of the season, 
as it was last season. This, along with opening the clinic 
up to Under 9’s and 10’s for the first time, resulted in 
a record number of 179 participant registrations.

In November, we resurrected three of our Junior 
District Surf Carnivals; the Randwick Shield, the 
Waverley Shield, and the Bate Bay 4 Way. These were 
very well patronised after the terrible disruption 
of COVID-19 and were successfully run despite 
some challenging surf conditions and weather.

Similarly, in December, our Under 13’s Development 
Camp bounced back to pre-COVID numbers with 103 
attendees. We added an extra day on the Friday to 
facilitate more fun leadership activities and content and 
restored full bus patronage by adding bus pick-ups and 
drop-offs at North Bondi and Maroubra, as well as the 
traditional stops at Elouera. In another “first” we put one 
of our Betty’s Burgers tents down on the jetty to provide 
shade for those waiting for river activities, along with some 
brand exposure for our partners. We also improved our 
safety plan, equipment, and personnel in accordance with 
our guidelines in Circular 20, and the new requirements 
for approval from SLSNSW for special events.

For the Junior Lifesaver of the Year, we surpassed 
last season’s record number of 16 nominations, with 
18 outstanding nominees in December. With such a 
high number of high-quality submissions, we again 
had to conduct a mixture of online and face-to- face 
interviews on a Sunday in mid-January, in order meet 
the deadline for presentation at the earlier than usual 
Branch Championships in late January. Our winners, 
Sophia Garvin of North Bondi, and Callum Reiter of 

Coogee attended the SLSNSW Junior Lifesaver of 
the Year Camp in April, representing our Branch with 
flying colours; with Callum in particular, taking out 
the State Male Junior Lifesaver of the Year award!

Our Under 11’s Development Camp was a tremendous 
success in February, setting yet another attendance record 
of 147, and a record level of minders’ qualifications 
with over 90% having their Surf Rescue Certificate 
(SRC), Bronze Medallion or higher award. The quality 
of the minders makes it more rewarding for the kids at 
the camps, not to mention how much easier it makes 
it for the facilitators. The extra pick-up and drop-off 
points established in the December camp, yielded 
record patronage requiring 2 buses. We added a half 
day on the Friday to fit in more fun lifesaving activities 
and doubled the number of tents on the jetty for the 
river activities. These camps, and the tremendous 
experience they provide the children, are undoubtedly an 
invaluable means of creating and retaining the leading 
Surf Lifesavers of the future. And without the support 
of the Surf Lifesaving Sydney Board of Management 
and Staff, the Clubs of Sydney Branch, the plethora 
of Facilitators and Minders that help run them, and of 
course the venue operators, Youth Works Port Hacking, 
we would not be able to do anything remotely like this.

Near season’s end, we resurrected the Pool Rescue 
Competition Clinics, for the first time since 2019, 
over a couple of Sundays in March, at Randwick City 
Council’s Des Renford Leisure and Aquatic Centre, 
Maroubra. After being given a short pass with the 
announcement that the combined SLSNSW and Royal 
Lifesaving State Championships would be held much 
earlier than usual in April, instead of the usual dates 
in July. So, we hit the ground running and with the 
greatly appreciated assistance of Randwick Council, 
were able to secure the venue for our clinics at short 
notice. And it was well worth the effort, exceeding 
our pre-COVID patronage with 88 registrations.

Our latest initiative this season was inaugural Surf Ski 
Introduction Clinic held at Yarra Bay in April. Despite the 
threat of inclement weather, the 50 registered participants 
and four coaches exceeded our expectations. Much 
of this was down to the assistance of expert Surf Ski 
Coach, Jimmy Walker of North Bondi SLSC and Race 
One Paddles and Surfcraft, and the full patrol on hand 
for water safety replete with equipment from Maroubra.

One constant in all these events throughout the season 
was the display and utilisation of our Betty’s Burgers’ 
banners and tents. Without the generous support 
of our Branch’s partners, we wouldn’t be able to do 
any of this valuable Junior Development work.

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I am very proud on behalf of the club to say 
“no lives lost” for Bondi SBLSC in 2022-23. 

Unfortunately an experienced swimmer did pass 
away after diving head-first into underwater rocks. 
While this incident happened during the week at 
Flat Rock on Wednesday, 1 February 2023, it shows 
that our beach holds dangers all year around.

Our patrols had 347 rescues during patrol hours, 
and surpassed last year’s count before the New Year, 
showing that visitors are starting to return to Bondi. 
This takes our total rescue count to 28,172 since 1924. 
We started a new15th Patrol, the Quartly Patrol, named 
after our Life member Peter Quartly. Even with this 
additional patrol, I am glad to say all of our patrols 
looked strong on the beach this year, with very capable 
patrol leadership from Captains and Vice Captains. Our 
Inflatable Rescue Boat (IRB) section has strong numbers 
and excellent equipment, ensuring we had great 
support for our members on many challenging days.

The Education team automated many activities and 
delivered 129 Bronze Medallion holders to the club. Since 
its foundation, the club has trained 4,067 bronze holders. 
In addition, the section ran a very successful program 
for Ukrainian refugees, improving their skills and giving 
them a uniquely Australian experience. We also saw a 
number of new IRB drivers and crew delivered to patrols 
thanks to a big program of work from the IRB team.

Dori Miller and her team delivered the SIXTH consecutive 
win at the Aussies for our Masters team despite strong 
competition. It was also great to see the work done in 
the Open teams this year with more points for Open 
competition than we have had in many years. The Stan 
Mac came back to Bondi once again after a tough 
fight. This competition continues to build our friendly 
competitive links with North Bondi. Our IRB competitors 
have also been training hard for this year’s competition. 

Our Junior activities program continues to deliver 
junior lifesaver skills this year. They had 35 new SRC 
also completed their program, moving on to providing 
water safety and actively patrolling. Our junior members 
have impressive skills and are core to every patrol. The 
Dippers program for autistic children was run for its 
fourth year, and volunteers and participants continue 
to learn new skills and gain confidence in the water.

Our Administration team continued to refine some of our 
core processes. The compliance and Surfguard processes 
are often unobserved by members, but key to keeping 
things running smoothly, and this year’s Club Survey 
indicated that members are happy with the support they 
receive from the Office and the new operating hours.

Our building renovation committee continued work 
on the detailed design. With such a large project with 

numerous heritage conditions, I admire the work of 
our Building Committee. They continue to ensure we 
have a plan that delivers on our objectives and that 
will provide a new clubhouse that meets our needs 
while respecting our heritage. We still have a large 
funding requirement to make this vision a reality.

The Marketing and Sponsorship team did an 
incredible job over the year with activations bringing 
in significant incomes for the club and adding a bit 
of colour and excitement to the forecourt. The team 
also continued to develop the member benefits 
program and launched the Bondi Podcast which 
delivers a range of interviews with members of SLSA. 

The club again excelled at reaching out to the broader 
Bondi community. Sebastian Cassie and his volunteers 
were able to provide Christmas meals to over 300 
vulnerable people within our community. This included 
children, elderly persons, homeless, rough sleepers, 
mobility-impaired, indigenous and persons escaping 
domestic abuse/violence. More than 40 volunteers were 
inspired to assist on the Christmas Day event and serve 
those less fortunate, giving up their valuable time in the 
service of others. More than 200 gift bags were handed 
out, each containing Christmas gifts and essentials 
worth more than $200. We thank all the sponsors and 
supporters of this significant event that reinforces that 
we are there for the broader Bondi community, and this 
year I was honored to present Sebastian both a Waverley 
Local Hero award and the club’s President’s Award.

Additionally, Rozanne Green was a Finalist in the 
Westfield Local Hero for the Silver Salties program, 
and we also supported the ADHD Association, Take 3 
for the Sea, Ocean Lovers Festival, Coastrek (Beyond 
Blue), and many other community activities.

This year I had a great personal heartbreak, after 33 years 
together, my right hand and wise adviser, Tanya passed 
away from gall bladder cancer. During that period of time, 
I could not ask for a more capable and competent set of 
Directors. They are skilled, passionate and always looking 
to improve the club for all members, and I offer my 
heartfelt thanks for their support. I would also like to single 
out Felicity Macarthur for her significant work stepping 
in as Acting President from October to December, and 
taking a significant load from March to April as well. 
Felicity did an amazing job over that time, and I am very 
lucky that I had such a capable person to take on the work. 

With strong patrols, skilled education capabilities, 
growing Nipper and Dipper programs, and 
robust finances, I believe Bondi is well placed 
to ensure “no lives lost” next season.

Massive thanks to all involved in making Bondi Nippers 
happen each week, each month and each season - this 
includes the nippers, the parents and carers, our past 
nipper parents who have stayed on to help and mentor 
new parents, to those that step up and help on BBQ, 
merchandise and other behind the scenes roles. 

A massive thanks and kudos to the two groups that put 
themselves properly out there on the beach and in the 
water each week - the Age Managers and the Water 
Safety teams. You are our engine room that makes 
it possible each week to physically be on the beach. 
Your dedication is exceptional, but what is even more 
impressive is the positive attitude that you bring week in, 
week out. Coaching, helping, guiding, instructing and 
inclusion, to help our nippers grow into confident ocean 
lovers, leaders, Bondi legends and lifesavers of the future!

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We kicked off the season with the Royal National Park 
(RNP) Nippers Skills day at Kurnell last October. It was 
the first of two events this season that would not have 
been possible without the strong partnership between 
the Era and Burning Palms Surf Life Saving Clubs (SLSC). 
Era organised a morning program of skills activities 
and provided refreshments and a BBQ breakfast and 
lunch. Many of our active members came along for 
the day and volunteered their services for water safety, 
education and to make sure everything ran smoothly. 
It was declared ‘a ripper of a day’ and was a great 
introduction to surf skills for our new Nippers and an 
enjoyable refresher for our more seasoned athletes. 

Next, we got things started down at the Palms with our 
trusty age managers Matt Brown, Toni O’Loughlin and 
Wayne Reynolds together making sure our Nippers 
were kept educated, entertained, and safe.

A major focus this year was our renovations with the 
new patrol room opening, our refurbishments to the 
hall to make it a truly multi-purpose space and the 
permanent extension of the gym. Many thanks to the 
NSW Government and Randwick Council for their funding 
of these works. Next up, we will be developing a long 
term Master Plan to guide the next evolution of our club.

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Coogee SLSC is proud to proclaim that once more 
no lives were lost on Coogee beach while our 
members patrolled. This season the club’s members 
performed more than 21,100 volunteer hours. They 
also performed sixteen rescues and attended to 2,600 
preventative actions across the patrolling season.

Coogee expanded its membership by welcoming 79 
new Surf Rescue Certificate and 113 Bronze Medallion 
holders. We successfully upskilled our existing members 
with higher awards including eight Silver Medallion Patrol 
Captain Awards, 16 Inflatable Rescue Boat (IRB) Crew 
Certificates, four IRB Driver Certificates, 56 Advanced 
Resuscitation Training (ART) Certificates, 58 First Aid 
Awards and six Side by Side Operators Inductions. 

The November 2022 Coogee Island Challenge 
was well attended by some 1,300 swimmers. The 
May 2023 Coogee Run Swim Event was similarly 
popular in its second year with 370 participants.

Coogee celebrated its seventh year of Dippers this 
season, launched the Beach Ocean Safety course 
in partnership with the University of NSW, hosted a 
Rainbow Beaches Patrol and continued tradition by 
conducting a Sisters in Surf Patrol. This year’s Sisters 
in Surf Patrol was attended by 70 members who wore 
pink themed patrol uniform to celebrate the Club’s 
inclusivity, tolerance and community values and provided 
the forum to celebrate diversity in our membership.

Some 80 competitors represented Coogee at the 
Australian SLS Championships (Aussies) this year. 
The youth led the way to begin the Aussies program 
with both George Messiter and James Azar picking 
up Gold in the U14 and U13 Surf Board Riding. 
The R & R achieved Gold in the U13-U15. 

Coogee’s Masters won one gold medal and 
five bronze across both beach and water events 
in Perth with Rona Macniven winning gold in 
the 40-44 years Female 2km Beach Run. 

The Open Area finished eleventh overall in Australia. In 
the R & R area every single Coogee SLSC competitor 
in both Youth and Open events won at least a Gold 
Medal at Aussies including golds for the Open Mixed 6 
person R&R, Open Female 5 Person R&R, Open Male 5 
Person R&R and U19 Mixed 5 Person R&R. We also had 
for the first time in the club’s history a mother (Tracey 
Bloxsom) and daughter (Millie Bloxsom) win an Australian 
Championship in the same team (Open Female 5 Person) 
and event. This feat was replicated by both a father (Scott 
Ryan) and son (Luke Ryan) who also became Australian 
Champions in the Open Male 5 Person. In keeping 
with the family theme both Chris and Sami Gately also 
won Gold within their respective R & R Open teams.

The Open beach area contributed a total of two 
Golds (u19 Mixed Beach Relay and U19 Female 
Beach Relay), three Silver and three Bronze to 
Coogee’s tally. The U19 Female Beach Sprint 
has now won gold for two successive years. 

Earlier in the season, Coogee Reserve Female Surf Boat 
crew swept by Paul Beale came first at the Australian 
Short Course Championships. They also made the 
final at the Australian Surf Rowers League (ASRL) 
open and came second at the Aussies in Perth.

My thanks to all the club’s members, sponsors and 
supporters who contributed to another magnificent 
season on the beach. See you all next season!

Whilst Steve finished up 
as Minnows Captain in December, I think that it’s 
important to recognise their significant contributions 
across the club and in particular, through the growth 
of our sand competitor training program.

As all are aware, this has been the second season 
impacted by COVID-19 however, the plans were ready 
and the team responded well to adapt the plans to 
suit the emerging restrictions. Whilst our COVID-19 
response worked, the weather had a bigger impact this 
season than anyone would have foreseen, with more 
weekends lost to dangerous surf or poor water quality 
than in recent memory. Notwithstanding these pressures, 
the Minnows juggernaut continued, delivering an 
outstanding season to train our future Surf Life Savers. 
Some of the highlights to call out for the season.

•	 Graduating 67 Surf Rescue Certificates (SRCs) - 
This team of Junior Surf Life Savers were once 
again recognised for their high level of skill 
and overall proficiency. Moreover a number of 
this team have flagged a desire to fulfil higher 
responsibilities in the coming years including Age 
Managers and Trainers which is a line of effort 
that will be developed in the coming season.

•	 Our Under 6’s have returned to the beach this 
season and more significant than the joy that they 
bring is the engagement of parents and number 
Age Assistants that were present from day 1. This is 
a testament to the efforts of Nicole Ashcroft and has 
set the benchmark for our approach going forward

•	 Training outcomes - the continuation of no parents 
on the beach and the large water training cohort 
through the weeks has further increased the surf 
confidence across the Minnows group. The Minnows 
group has again grown to nearly 900 children and 
we expect this to be larger again next season.

•	 Competition - Aidan Byrne along with his dedicated 
team has once again delivered a fantastic programme 
for the development of our junior competitors. 
Coogee was placed first overall at the completion 
of the NSW Age Championships where the team 
achieved 10 individual and 16 team medals.

•	 Mums and Dads Army XXV - With the support of Doug 
Hawkins, the club has delivered another 23 parents to 
the ranks of our Surf Life Savers, to patrol the beach 
and fulfil the role of water safety for our program.

Many thanks to the hundreds of volunteers who 
enable our program each week. To the Executive 
and Management teams, I offer my sincerest 
thanks for the significant contributions you make 
to deliver the safe and effective program. I’d like to 
particularly call out the contributions of Emily

Ashcroft, Shannon Campbell, Will Charles, Aidan Byrne, 
Keiran Brown and Catherine Yuan which go unseen by 
the masses. This team operates almost continuously 
through the year to shape and develop the program 
delivered throughout the summer. I also thank Kali Ogle 
who has stepped forward into the Vice Captains role and 
continues to give so generously on and off the beach.

With the season drawing to a close, I would like to 
mention two families finishing their years with Minnows. 
Will Charles has led the Lime Caps from U6s and has 
held several positions concurrently across the leadership 
team for many years. Similarly, Gerrard and Julie Pignatelli 
are finishing their time and commitment, whether that 
be sourcing our apparel or running the kiosk and BBQ.

BUSINESS 
In a club as diverse as CSLSC, there are a multitude 
of commercial and operational matters that require 
attention, I thank the many members who assisted 
in the refining and optimisation of these matters. 
Rental arrangements, meetings with tenants and 
the myriad commercial and administrative activities 
are not everyone’s cup of tea, but it creates the 
foundations we need to achieve the vision. 

ABOVE AND BEYOND
CSLSC has often gone above and beyond in terms 
of a SLSC. The leading roles of members like Adam 
Weir and Wayne Drury are built on the foundations 
of so many illustrious members, including some who 
were acknowledged this year. But this year we asked 
ourselves what else we might consider, and where 
else we might contribute above and beyond.

When I speak to members about this activity, there is 
an almost universal passion for this precinct, and pride 
in the notion that we protect it, and those people that 
come to share it with us. The activities they choose, the 
times they come and where they head to is beyond 
our control, but CSLSC members want to help. 

THE SAME HAPPENS WHEN WE ARE ON PATROL
This year we had opportunities to perform rescues outside 
our designated patrolling area and outside our patrolling 
hours.

BRAD TURNER 
President
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This was the first year back in our clubhouse without 
COVID-19 interruptions since 2017-18 and it was 
great to be back and able to provide our nippers 
and families with comfortable, modern facilities. Surf 
and weather conditions were also more favourably 
than last season with few days lost to rough surf. As 
a result, the ethos of “have the most fun” permeated 
through the Cronulla Crays this season as we 
relished being back in our clubhouse, free of the 
ravishes of COVID-19 and enjoying some excellent 
conditions. The Club was typically in full swing every 
Sunday afternoon post-Nippers with many parents 
“discovering” all of the benefits the Club had to offer. 

With over 600 nippers registered this season, including 
over 200 in our under 6 and under 7s, we continue to 
run the largest Nipper programme in Bate Bay and one 
of the largest in Branch. We continued to build on and 
enhance our “One Club” and I would like to particularly 
acknowledge the support and counsel of Club Patron, 
Ken English, President Brad Turner and Deputy President 
Matt Aitken as well as the Club’s Management Committee. 

A key highlight this year for our under 6 and under 
7 is the structured Learn to Swim programme run 
in conjunction with Cronulla Beach Swim School 
and supported by Cronulla RSL. For many kids and 
parents this is their first introduction to structured 
swimming lessons and serves as a fantastic entry 
point to the key competency for surf lifesaving. 

This season we continued the COVID-era practice of 
running split session on Sunday mornings between 
the younger and older age groups. This has allowed 
significantly more beach and water space to be 
available for each group. While it has meant a longer 
day for some of us, particularly water safety and 
those with children across both sessions, it clearly 
maximising the time our nippers get to practice 
their skills both in the water and on the beach.

As always, our Sunday Nippers only runs with the support 
and commitment of many people from the Beach Set-
up crew who are regularly on the beach from 6am to 
set up, Water Safety who often spend many hours out 
in inclement conditions, our Age Managers, Assistant 
Age Managers, parent helpers etc. There are too many 
names to specifically mention each and every helper but 
you all know who you are. We were also well supported 
by our Patrols and Sutherland Shire Council Lifeguards 
who consistently went out of their way to assist and make 
sure Nippers ran as smoothly as possible, particularly on 
those busy Sunday mornings in the middle of summer. 

Our Lifesaving and Education activities were once 
again ably led by our Lifesaving Coordinator and Club 
Deputy Chief Training Officer Rodd Sanchez. Education 
and Lifesaving remain the core aspect of Nippers – 
teaching our children firstly how to keep themselves 
safe at the beach and in the surf and secondly how to 
keep their friends, family and members of the public 
safe. On a number of occasions, both at Cronulla 
and elsewhere we have had our nippers undertaking 
rescues, using the skills and confidence they have 
developed during their Sunday morning Nippers.

A highlight of the season is always seeing our under 14s 
complete their Surf Rescue Certificate (SRC) and join 
Patrols. Thanks to both Rodd and Carlo Villanti, along 
with our other Club Trainers for the training our SRCs 
receive. The consistent feedback from Patrol Captains and 
the Lifesaving Committee is that they always welcome 
the enthusiasm our new patrolling members bring as 
well as the skills they have developed through their 
many years at Nippers. They are a credit to themselves, 
their families, their age managers and their trainers.

We fielded a large Cronulla Crays team in the sky 
blue, black and white in the many carnivals across the 
course of the season including hosting the first Bate 
Bay 4-Way Nipper Carnival since 2019 at Cronulla, as 
well as attending the Branch carnival at North Bondi 
and the New South Wales State Titles at Manly. In 
all cases what was readily apparent was the spirit, 
sportsmanship and camaraderie within our team and the 
amount of fun the kids (young and old) had attending, 
competing and supporting their team at Carnivals. 

Particular congratulations to our Branch and State 
Medallists as well as our Nominees for the Branch 
Awards of Excellence and Club Champions. 
Your hard work and dedication has paid off and 
you should be proud of your achievements.

This season we ran a smaller inclusion programme (the 
“Blue Fins”) again ably led by Yvette Larkin, Georgia 
Carter and Lisa Dietrich. Whilst the programme may 
be smaller in number of participants than in previous 
seasons, the enthusiasm and commitment of the 
Blue Fins group cannot be faulted, nor the support 
the Blue Fins receive from the Club as a whole.

This season 
Elouera had a particularly challenging patrol season, 
with large numbers back on the beach, and several 
critical incidents, however all lifesavers acted swiftly 
and professionally to ensure once again “No Lives were 
Lost”. Andrew, the patrol captains and their patrolling 
members should be commended on their efforts 
throughout the entire season. For the 2022-23 season 
8,781 patrolling hours were conducted, making 41 
rescues, and conducted 1,637 preventative actions.

Stephen Urquhart once again led Elouera’s Education 
Team, improving our award tally from the 2022-23 
season. Stephen also ensured that we had a 100% 
success rate with our new members undertaking 
their Bronze Medallion, and existing members were 
proficient and upskilled in various courses. Elouera also 
ran its second mental health first aid course; this was 
extremely popular and received excellent feedback 
from all participants. This year the club gained a total 
of 479 awards. Of this total, 209 were gained by senior 
members while 270 were gained by JDC members.

A huge thank you and a job well done by Elouera’s 
Director of Surf Sports Dean Morris and Deputy Director 
of Surf Sports Issac Byrne. Elouera had some incredibly 
positive results in surf sports and continues to grow 
into an incredibly competitive Club. Overall Elouera 
finished eleventh at the 2023 New South Wales Open 
Surf Life Saving Championships. This is an amazing 
accomplishment, especially when comparing the size 
of Elouera’s competition team to most of the other 
clubs. There were many incredible individual and team 
results which all competitors should be extremely 
proud of.

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As many are aware, this season Garie SLSC’s operations 
were impeded by the closure of Garie Road and the 
entire Garie Beach precinct following a landslide taking 
out a large section of Garie Road during heavy rainfall. In 
an attempt to keep our members together it was decided 
to relocate our patrolling operations to Wattamolla this 
season. The relocation took a lot of coordination and 
collaboration between the Royal National Park, Branch 
Officers, Garie’s Board and patrolling members. The 
transition to the new location was successfully managed 
by our patrol captains and their patrol members who 
quickly adapted to the change. Despite the unfamiliarity 
with Wattamolla, the presence of Garie Patrols alongside 
ALS Lifeguards at Wattamolla Beach yielded remarkable 
results. For the first time in many years, no drownings 
were reported at Wattamolla. This also means that 
our club continues its tradition of no lives lost during 
patrol operations, even in a different setting.

Our patrol members took advantage of the calmer 
conditions at Wattamolla, having many positive 
interactions with the public while ensuring a safe and 
enjoyable beach experience. Karen Cook, one of our 
patrolling members, even commented that “taking into 
consideration conditions typically faced at Garie,” we 
might get a little soft after patrolling at Wattamolla.

Unfortunately the relocation of operations did lead 
to some loss of patrolling members. Some members 
preferred the traditional patrolling of a beach and 
decided to patrol for different clubs until Garie Beach 
reopens, whilst others took the opportunity to embrace 
other activities within surf life saving, such as becoming 
involved with the Branch Support Operations team. We 
now have members as part of SR30, the RWCs and Duty 
Officers. This demonstrates the resilience and adaptability 
of the club’s members in embracing new opportunities 
and contributing to the broader goals of surf lifesaving.

Regrettably, the relocation of operations to Wattamolla 
necessitated the decision to forgo the Junior 
Development Program for the third consecutive 
season.

ANDREW CHRISTOPHER  
President 
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After a couple of years of disruptions, Nippers returned 
to record numbers at North Bondi, and it was great to 
see the buzz of North Bondi beach on Sunday mornings 
again. It’s quite a magnificent sight to see the beach 
awash with our sponsor Ric Serrao’s pink rashies and 
SLS red and yellow flags and tents and the smell of the 
North Bondi barbecue being run by our volunteers. 

We had over 800 children from U6 to U14 register 
this season and we remain one of the larger programs 
across Sydney and Australia. Congratulations to all the 
children who participated in the 2022-23 North Bondi 
Nippers program and those who represented the Club 
at carnivals, Interbranch and Development Camps. 

A key message that underpinned our plan for 
Nippers this year was to expose children to a range of 
experiences but to also improve their ocean skills. Fatal 
drownings on unpatrolled beaches in NSW rose by 
more than sixty per cent this summer, and without the 
skills of lifesavers, it would be far worse. Most of these 
drownings were swimmers caught in rips and swimming 
at unpatrolled beaches. It’s a reminder of the value of 
our Nipper program and the very simple rules around 
water safety the children learn during the season. 

Our program introduces children to surf life saving and 
the pathway to community service through lifesaving 
patrols. Nippers is just the beginning of this journey. 
Through the generosity of club members and sponsors 
we’re fortunate that we can provide the full range of 
equipment and facilities to support Nipper participation. 
This includes a range of boards suitable for all age 
groups, Inflatable Rescue Boats (IRB), a morning setup 
crew to lay out the sand and water course, a team of 
water safety and the use of the pool in the north corner.

This season we were able to send a small group of 
U11 and U13 nippers to the annual Sydney Branch 
Development Camps. Developing lifesavers is the 
primary aim of our Nipper program and giving the 
children the opportunity to attend these camps is 
an important step on that lifesaving journey.

The club offers a competitive and non-competitive 
program. Some families join our Nipper program with 
a focus on learning to be safe in the ocean, and others 
want to take that skill further and compete at carnivals. 
Every child has something to offer, and we hope our 
Nipper families return and continue with the program 
so that their children become patrolling members.

As most of you would know, Nipper programs 
depend entirely on help from parents of the 
children involved. Without them, it simply cannot 
run. Thank you to our team of Age Managers, 
water safety, set up crew, and other helpers.

The culmination of our Nipper education program is the 
Surf Rescue Certificate (SRC). Congratulations to the 38 
nippers who achieved their SRC and are now qualified 
to patrol and provide water safety. It’s a significant 
achievement for these nippers and it offers them a 
valuable connection to the community and to our club. 

Congratulations to SRC graduates, Sophia Garvin 
and Jack Wilkinson who were awarded the Club’s 
Nipper of the Year by their peers. At presentation 
day, we also awarded our Competitor of the Year 
following the results at carnivals during the season, 
culminating in the State Age Championships. This 
year, U11 nipper Mia Hoo won seven gold medals at 
State and was the worthy recipient of this award.

This season North Bondi enjoyed its best result ever 
when we won the overall point score at the State Age 
Championships. It’s the first time in the club’s history 
we’ve won, and a testament to all those who have 
contributed many hours over many years. North Bondi also 
hosted the Waverley Shield and Branch Championship 
this season. It was great to see youth carnivals back 
in full swing after several years of disruption.

We look forward to another successful year for 
North Bondi Nippers as we continue to develop 
the next generation of young lifesavers.

NORTH BONDI 
NIPPERS
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What was our season going to look like 
with no beach and no clubhouse? 

Large storms ravished the Bate Bay beaches in June/
July 2022. North Cronulla Beach copped a large 
amount of damage, the erosion took out all the dunes 
which started to encroach into the walkways and we 
nearly lost the lifeguard tower. The rapid response by 
Sutherland Council must be commended by identifying 
and putting into action a solution that protected the 
North Cronulla precinct from any further damage. 

Over the following three months a major project was 
undertaken to rebuild the beach front using sandstone 
boulders placed along the foreshore with new ramps 
built for easy access onto the beach. This was completed 
within the first few weeks of the patrolling season. 
The result has been amazing, with good beach access 
throughout the seasonl. The sandstone boulders have 
been placed in such a way that it allows our roving 
members a clear viewing platform onto the beach. In 
mid-March 2023 sand dredging of the Port Hacking 
River took place with many metres of sand dropped off 
North Cronulla – the full result is yet to be realized.

Without a clubhouse we held our 2021-22 AGM at the 
Tradies Gymea. Much debate took place where members 
were concerned and nervous regarding the year ahead. 
The true character of our North Cronulla members shone 
bright where we joined together to have an almighty 
season. Whilst we have had many challenges everyone 
rolled up their sleeves and pitched in when needed.  
Our Education Team continued training our members 
using the Cronulla SLSC training facilities for their  
evening training sessions while alternating between 
our own beach and Cronulla for practical sessions. 
Our Lifesaving Team worked well throughout the year 
maintaining a high standard of patrols on the beach.  
Our Junior Activities Group had great weather with  
one of the most successful seasons in many years  
on our beach. 

The redevelopment of the clubhouse has been a hot 
topic all season. We experienced a major delay towards 
the end of last season with ground contamination which 
held us back 4-5 months. Great progress was achieved 
towards Christmas with the ground floor slab poured. 
The first-floor slab was poured in April and major 
internal works of the old Clubhouse are well underway. 
There have been many challenges and hurdles and 
we’ll continue to work on issues as they arise. The final 
result will be worthwhile for our members and the 
community. Early May 2023 I had the opportunity to 
take Local Member for Cook the Hon Scott Morrison 
through the clubhouse where he was impressed and 
is looking forward to seeing the building completed.

Our Education Team worked hard with an increase 
in Advanced Resuscitation Technique Certificate 
(ARTC) holders being noticeable along with 
many members gaining their Inflatable Rescue 
Boat (IRB) crewman’s and IRB Driver awards.

The members of our club rose to the challenge 
this season, dealing with adverse conditions both 
on the beach and with the ocean. The challenges 
of visitors to our beach not understanding these 
dangers put extra pressure on patrols. Our patrols 
rose to these challenges and were proactive in 
keeping the public aware of the many rips and issues 
along our beach and keeping swimmers within the 
flags which could be moved several times a day. 

Many rescues were preformed this season, all resulting 
in the safe return home for our beach visitors. We had 
two small mass rescues on Christmas Eve before the 
beach was closed and then a major Mass rescue on 
5th February with over 25 people returned to shore 
with some receiving CPR and oxygen therapy. This 
mass rescue also involved members from Elouera 
and Cronulla Surf Clubs, the Jet Ski service and the 
Council Lifeguards. All involved worked together for 
the best outcome, with the Senior Council Lifeguard 
having nothing but praise for all involved.
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One afternoon in early March we experienced 
a Sea Mist, with visibility down to a few metres. 
As we could not see people in the water, patrol 
members jumped on boards and went to the back 
of the flagged area where they maintained guard 
resulting in three being rescued from panic.

We are blessed to have a club with so many competing 
athletes who train weekday afternoons. As a result, 
there are many rescues done outside of hours which 
are not recognised or recorded. I commended the 
members of North Cronulla for always being vigilant.

The patrols throughout the year have been strong, 
and when the call for extra assistance went out 
our members responded. When our competing 
members were at Branch, State and Australian 
titles the rest of the club banded together and 
maintained strong patrols on our beach. 

Our members are a social bunch. Even without a 
clubhouse they continued to be involved in as much club 
activity as possible. Some highlights for this season:

•	 Every section also had their own get togethers

This year North Cronulla excelled in competition 
with results at the highest levels. For a club who was 
working out of containers we should all be so proud 
of the results. Our Nippers performed well at local 
carnivals; our seniors chased competition along the 
east coast. As a club our results at Branch (Nippers 
at North Bondi - Seniors at Maroubra) and State

To our year in review!

This season South Maroubra completed our planned 
commitments including hosting Carnivals, Ocean 
Swim, Fundraising Events, Branch Boatie Presentation 
and Socials. We travelled to Perth by road and 
air whilst also continuing our program of club 
improvements, future building plans and of course 
ensuring we looked after our supporters and sponsors 
all whilst delivering a successful surf season.

Lifesaving – once again led by our Lifesaving Director 
and this year’s Sydney Branch Volunteer of the Year - 
Nicole Cooney, our club delivered growth within our 
lifesaving ranks with a good mix of ages throughout most 
patrols. Fortunately, with COVID-19 just a bad memory, 
this year saw surf conditions stablise with fantastic beach 
weather resulting in large crowds capably managed 
by our proactive lifesavers. Taking out the Randwick 
Operational Area Patrol Efficiency Award along with 
Noah Teitler Branch Betty’s Burgers Youth Lifesaver of 
the Year was a reflection on a very successful season.

It was also so pleasing to see the diverse range of 
education courses being provided to members including 
79 new Bronze Medallion/Certificate II, 57 new Surf 
Rescue Certificates, 11 new Silver Medallion Inflatable 
Rescue Boat (IRB) Drivers, 24 new IRB Crew and 47 
new Advanced Resuscitation Techniques (ART) awards. 
Quite the effort. The following lifesaving statistics were 
recorded - 70 aquatic Rescues, 2,520 Preventative 
Actions, 218 First Aid cases, with ‘No Lives Lost’. 

Competition – Led again by Shane White and Maria 
Garay, this season we again saw our younger ‘Open’ 
competitors excel at a range of Pool, Surf, Branch, 
State and Aussie events throughout the season with 
our competition future in good hands. Aussie results 
in Scarborough saw our Masters boaties take out Gold 
and Gold for our Masters female relay team. Our Youth 
excelled picking up Gold in beach sprint male, Gold in 
male flags, Bronze female flags, Bronze female beach 
relay, fifth beach sprint, seventh in belt, and finalist in the 

surf race. Big thanks must go to our volunteer coaches 
that are the quiet achievers. Our IRB team is once again 
preparing for Round three as I write this report and 
were solid in last year’s competition coming third at 
State Titles with three members in the State Team so 
great overall effort by South Maroubra Competitors.

Nippers – Led by Peter and Mary Kondilios saw yet 
again a massive turn out of under 6 to U14 children with 
1,150 on the books, in fact the largest Nipper section in 
AUSTRALIA.

 Lastly, I would like to congratulate Wanda’s Board of 
Management and members for their ongoing efforts 
and consistent results across all functions of our club. We 
are now all looking forward to organising a successful 
‘Sutherland2Surf’ Fun Run being held on Sunday 16 July.

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The 2022-23 season was tremendous operationally and 
financially with all that my fellow Directors and I achieved 
with Sydney Branch having the first normal year since 
Covid and the floods and fires the year before. Overall the 
Financial Statements show a strong Balance Sheet and a 
successful position with an Operating profit of $120,870 
which was substantially supported by our incredible 
sponsorship partner, Betty’s Burgers ($150,000) and 
continued support from our major sponsor for over twenty 
years, Sydney Airport ($80,0000). TransDev became a 
sponsor this year supporting Education ($25,000).

Thanks also to the support from Surf Life Lifesaving 
Australia’s major sponsors, Westpac, DHL, Ampol and 
Isuzu Ute, support from PKF and Safe365, our digital 
health and safety partner, and NSW Surf Lifesaving, we 
have had the ability to fund Sydney Branch and continue 
our financial stability to oversee and deliver increased 
surf rescue and operations, 24 hour emergency support, 
surf sports, and junior and senior member services 
to our 15 Clubs and community which represents 
the most populated coastal region in Australia.

The Financial Statements show a saving of around 
$200,000 compared to our approved budget due to a 
combination of revenue increases and expense savings. 
The underlying operating result is a profit of $120,870. 
Operating revenue was $605,170 which was up $24,281 
on the previous year. Sponsorship & Government Grants 
$353,091 decreased compared to last year by $29,146. 
Competition and Event fees $132,388 exceeded 
last year by $43,742 due to the Branch Carnival last 
year being scaled down with events being cancelled 
with unfavourable sea conditions. Capitation Fees of 
$119,691 were up by $9,685 compared to last year 
which was due to increased Surf Club memberships.

We assessed the management of our significant Rental 
Property investment and its invaluable revenue stream 
this year. We appointed a new Agent to manage the 
rental properties and reassessed the COVID benefits 
provided to our current tenants and rentals in line with 
industry practices. Both properties were assessed in 
relation to market returns and current tenants agreed 
to new commercial leases in 2023 for two years with 
options for an additional terms at market rates. We 
recouped outstanding rents due to Covid of $32,445. 
As a result our rental property income was $252,272 
which increased by $63,475 compared to last year.

The Statement of Cash Flows indicates that Sydney 
Branch received operating revenues of $1,017,422 
(previous year $730,808) and spent $830,965 (previous 
year $726,648) on operating expenses (which included 
the Branch Carnival being held at three beaches over 

five days compared to previous years (over two days). 
Even with this extra pressure on cash, the current 
year has resulted in a substantial cash increase of 
$151,067 (previous year decrease of $28,411).

The Branch continues to expand services which, even 
though a challenging year, resulted in an expenditure 
of $712,064 which exceed last year by $76,085. Most 
activities from Life Saving and Operations, Surf Sports, 
Education and Junior Services continued in line with 
budgets. Increased costs of $61,332 were mainly due 
to the Awards of Excellence, additional employee 
support and development of the new website.

Member Services events continued with events 
successfully held virtually which resulted in substantial 
savings which were channelled into our second 
separate Junior and Senior Awards of Excellence held 
at Royal Randwick Racecourse. The separate events 
being held on the same day and location resulted in 
more than 600 members attending and celebrating 
our members significant achievements this year.

I would like to congratulate my fellow Directors 
for their financial prudence, stewardship and 
the many hours they dedicated to support our 
financial result for Sydney Branch this year.

I would also like to thank Linda Perrin who is 
a foundation of knowledge and support and 
Catherine Woodside, who did an excellent job co-
ordinating the Branch events in her first year in a 
challenging but hopefully, rewarding position.

Sydney Branch are also very appreciative of the 
professionalism and support of Sharon Porter of 2 Aspire 
who has managed the financial accounting for many years.

I would like to thank Paul Farrugia as Financial Advisor, 
Phillip Carter as Assistant Finance Director and the 
Finance Committee and Audit Committee of Paul Rushton, 
Kristy McIntyre Paul Farrugia and Phillip Carter who 
supported my challenges with the properties this year.

I am stepping down this year, but I believe the financial 
results and investment properties are in a good 
position for future years. Finally, I would like to thank 
all the Surf Club President’s, and other members of 
our Branch for their support and encouragement 
over my two years as Director of Finance.

1 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

(a) Basis of preparation

The financial statements are for Surf Life Saving Sydney Inc. ("the Incorporation") as a not-for-profit individual entity
domiciled in Australia.

Surf Life Saving Sydney Inc. is not a reporting entity because the Board of Directors is of the opinion that there are
unlikely to exist users who are able to command the preparation of financial reports tailored to satisfy all of their
information needs. Therefore this report is a Special Purpose Financial Report that has been prepared solely to satisfy
the financial reporting requirements of the Board, the requirements of the Charitable Fundraising Act 1991 and
Australian Charities and Not-for-profit Commission Act 2012.

The special purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the significant accounting policies
described below and do not comply with any Australian Accounting Standards unless otherwise stated.

The financial statements have been prepared on an accruals basis and are based on historical costs modified, where
applicable, by the measurement at fair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial liabilities.

Significant account policies adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are presented below and are
consistent with prior reporting periods unless otherwise stated.

(b) Revenue and other income

The core principle of AASB 15 is that revenue is recognised on a basis that reflects the transfer of promised goods or
services to customers at an amount that reflects the consideration the Incorporation expects to receive in exchange for
those goods or services.

1. Identify the contract with the customer

2. Identify the performance obligations

3. Determine the transaction price

4. Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations

5. Recognise revenue as and when control of the performance obligations is transferred

Generally the timing of the payment for sale of goods and rendering of services corresponds closely to the timing of
satisfaction of the performance obligations, however where there is a difference, it will result in the recognition of a
receivable, contract asset or contract liability.

None of the revenue streams of the Incorporation have any significant financing terms as there is less than 12 months
between receipt of funds and satisfaction of performance obligations.

Specific revenue streams

The revenue recognition policies for the principal revenue streams of the Incorporation are:

Donations

Donations collected, including cash and goods for resale, are recognised as revenue when the Incorporation gains
control of the asset.

(b) Revenue and other income

Grant Revenue

Where grant income arises from an agreement which is enforceable and contains sufficiently specific performance
obligations then the revenue is recognised when control of each performance obligations is satisfied. 

Each performance obligation is considered to ensure that the revenue recognition reflects the transfer of control and
within grant agreements there may be some performance obligations where control transfers at a point in time and
others which have continuous transfer of control over the life of the contract. 

Where control is transferred over time, generally the input methods being either costs or time incurred are deemed to
be the most appropriate methods to reflect the transfer of benefit.

Membership subscription income

Membership subscription income is recognised over the period in which the services are rendered and corresponds to
the satisfaction of performance obligations and transfer of control to the customer. 

Amounts received in advance are recognised as deferred income and credited to profit and loss on a straight line basis
over the expected subscription period.

(c) Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition, construction or production of a qualifying asset are
capitalised as part of the cost of that asset.

All other borrowing costs are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.

(d) Goods and services tax (GST)

Revenue, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST), except where the
amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO).

Receivables and payable are stated inclusive of GST.

Cash flows in the statement of cash flows are included on a gross basis and the GST component of cash flows arising
from investing and financing activities which is recoverable from, or payable to, the taxation authority is classified as
operating cash flows.

(e) Property, plant and equipment

Property Plant and Equipment are carried at historical cost less, where applicable, any accumulated depreciation.

The depreciation amount of all property, plant and equipment is depreciated over the useful lives of the assets to the
entities commencing from the time the asset is held and ready for use.

(e) Property, plant and equipment

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable asset are shown below:

Fixed Asset Class Depreciation rate

Plant and Equipment 7.5% - 40%
Leasehold improvements 2.5% - 10%

At the end of each annual reporting period, the depreciation method, useful life and residual value of each asset is
reviewed. Any revisions are accounted for prospectively as a change in estimate.

(f) Investment property

Investment property is held to generate long term rental yields and/or for capital appreciation. All tenant leases are on
on an arm's length basis. Investment property is carried at fair value determined by current market values every three
years. Changes to the fair value are recorded separately as an income or expense items directly in the Statement of
Comprehensive Income.

(g) Financial instruments

Financial instruments are recognised initially on the date that the Incorporation becomes party to the contractual
provisions of the instrument.

On initial recognition, all financial instruments are measured at fair value plus transaction costs (except for instruments
measured at fair value through profit or loss where transaction costs are expensed as incurred).

Financial Assets

All recognised financial assets are subsequently measured in their entirety at either amortised cost or fair value,
depending on the classification of the financial assets.

Classification 

On initial recognition, the Incorporation classifies its financial assets into the following categories, those measured at:

amortised cost

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition unless the Incorporation changes its
business model for managing financial assets.

Amortised cost

The Incorporation's financial assets measured at amortised cost comprise trade and other receivables and cash and
cash equivalents in the statement of financial position.

Subsequent to initial recognition, these assets are carried at amortised cost using the effective interest rate method
less provision for impairment. Interest income, foreign exchange gains or losses and impairment are recognised in
profit or loss.  Gain or loss on derecognition is recognised in profit or loss.

(g) Financial instruments

Impairment of financial assets 

Impairment of financial assets is recognised on an expected credit loss (ECL) basis for the following assets:

financial assets measured at amortised cost

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial assets has increased significantly since initial recognition and
when estimating ECL, the Incorporation considers reasonable and supportable information that is relevant and
available without undue cost or effort.  This includes both quantitative and qualitative information and analysis based
on the Incorporation's historical experience and informed credit assessment and including forward looking information.

The Incorporation uses the presumption that an asset which is more than 30 days past due has seen a significant
increase in credit risk.

The Incorporation uses the presumption that a financial asset is in default when:

the other party is unlikely to pay its credit obligations to the Incorporation in full, without recourse to the
Incorporation to actions such as realising security (if any is held); or

the financial assets is more than 90 days past due.

Credit losses are measured as the present value of the difference between the cash flows due to the Incorporation in
accordance with the contract and the cash flows expected to be received.  This is applied using a probability weighted
approach.

Trade receivables

Impairment of trade receivables have been determined using the simplified approach in AASB 9 which uses an
estimation of lifetime expected credit losses.  The Incorporation has determined the probability of non-payment of the
receivable and multiplied this by the amount of the expected loss arising from default.

The amount of the impairment is recorded in a separate allowance account with the loss being recognised in finance
expense.  Once the receivable is determined to be uncollectable then the gross carrying amount is written off against
the associated allowance.

Where the Incorporation renegotiates the terms of trade receivables due from certain customers, the new expected
cash flows are discounted at the original effective interest rate and any resulting difference to the carrying value is
recognised in profit or loss.

Other financial assets measured at amortised cost

Impairment of other financial assets measured at amortised cost are determined using the expected credit loss model
in AASB 9.  On initial recognition of the asset, an estimate of the expected credit losses for the next 12 months is
recognised.  Where the asset has experienced significant increase in credit risk then the lifetime losses are estimated
and recognised.

(h) Impairment of Assets

At the end of each reporting period the Incorporation determines whether there is evidence of an impairment indicator
for non-financial assets.

Where assets do not operate independently of other assets, the recoverable amount of the relevant cash-generating
unit (CGU) is estimated.

The recoverable amount of an asset or CGU is the higher of the fair value less costs of disposal and the value in use.
Value in use is the present value of the future cash flows expected to be derived from an asset or cash-generating unit.

Where the recoverable amount is less than the carrying amount, an impairment loss is recognised in profit or loss.

Reversal indicators are considered in subsequent periods for all assets which have suffered an impairment loss.

(i) Intangible assets

Intangible assets are recognised at cost of acquisition. Intangible assets have a finite life and are carried at cost less
any accumulated amortisation and any impairment losses. Intangible assets are amortised over their useful life of 3
years

(j) Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprises cash on hand, demand deposits and short-term investments which are readily
convertible to known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of change in value.

(k) Leases

At inception of a contract, the Incorporation assesses whether a lease exists - i.e does the contract convey the right to
control the use of an identified  asset for a period of time in exchange for consideration.

This involves an assessment of whether:

The contract involves the use of an identified asset - this may be explicitly or implicitly identified within the
agreement. If the supplier has a substantive substitution right then there is no identified asset.

The Incorporation has the right to obtain substantially all of the economic benefits from the use of the asset
throughout the period of use.

The Incorporation has the right to direct the use of the asset i.e decision making rights in relation to changing how
and for what purpose the asset is used.

Lessee accounting

The non-lease components included in the lease agreement have been separated and are recognised as an expense
as incurred. 

At the lease commencement, the Incorporation recognises a right-of-use asset and associated lease liability for the
lease term. The lease term includes extension periods where the Incorporation believes it is reasonably certain that the
option will be exercised.

1 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

(k) Leases

The right-of-use asset is measured using the cost model where cost on initial recognition comprises of the lease
liability, initial direct costs, prepaid lease payments, estimated cost of removal and restoration less any lease
incentives received.

The right-of-use asset is depreciated over the lease term on a straight line basis and assessed for impairment in
accordance with the impairment of assets accounting policy. 

The lease liability is initially measured at the present value of the remaining lease payments at the commencement of
the lease. The discount rate is the rate implicit in the lease, however where this cannot be readily determined then the
Incorporation's incremental borrowing rate is used. 

Subsequent to initial recognition, the lease liability is measured at amortised cost using the effective interest rate
method. The lease liability is remeasured whether there is a lease modification, change in estimate of the lease term
or index upon which the lease payments are based (e.g. CPI) or a change in the Incorporation's assessment of lease
term. 

Where the lease liability is remeasured, the right-of-use asset is adjusted to reflect the remeasurement or is recorded
in profit or loss if the carrying amount of the right-of-use asset has been reduced to zero. 

Exceptions to lease accounting 

The Incorporation has elected to apply the exceptions to lease accounting for both short-term leases (i.e. leases with a
term of less than or equal to 12 months) and leases of low-value assets. The Incorporation recognises the payments
associated with these leases as an expense on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

(l) Employee benefits

Provision is made for the Incorporation's liability for employee benefits, those benefits that are expected to be wholly
settled within one year have been measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled.

Employee benefits expected to be settled more than one year after the end of the reporting period have been
measured at the present value of the estimated future cash outflows to be made for those benefits. In determining the
liability, consideration is given to employee wage increases and the probability that the employee may satisfy vesting
requirements. Cashflows are discounted using market yields on national government bonds with terms to maturity that
match the expected timing of cashflows. Changes in the measurement of the liability are recognised in profit or loss.

(m) Adoption of new and revised accounting standards

The Incorporation has adopted all of the new and revised Standards and Interpretations issued by the Australian
Accounting Standards Board (AASB). There are no new and revised Accounting Standards and Interpretations
effective for the current year that are relevant to the Incorporation.

(n) Trade and other payables

Trade and other payables represent the liability outstanding at the end of the reporting period for goods and services
received by the Incorporation during the reporting period that remain unpaid. The balance is recognised as a current
liability with the amounts normally paid within 30 days of recognition of the liability.
